LEGISLATURE TO FIX
2-YEAR ROAD FUNDS

HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT" msoom-'

MENDS PROVISIONS NECESSARY
TO KEEP IN GOOD ROADS RANKS

—_—

The Minnesota Highway Department
purposes tp, recommend to the state
legislature early in January the pas-
sage of enabling acts for trunk high-
way reimbursement bond issues by all
counties which did flot act under the
1919 law and for $10,000,000 of trunk
highway bonds in 1923 and 1924, also
revisions of motor vehicle tax sched-
ules to correct inequalities without sae-
rificing reasonable returns, considera-
tion of increases in taxes on trucks
and busses for hire, and minor changes
in highway laws.

Charles M. Babeock, state highway
commissioner, Wednesday made public
the department’s proposals for finan-
cing the state highway program during
the coming two-year period. The com-
missioner pointed to these .considera-
tions:

Minnesota_must speed its highway
program now that other states are
fighting for good roads leadership and
benefits.

Current trunk highway funds to date
have been but three-fourths of the
agreed total and one-fourth of Minne-
sota road funds, local roads taking
three times as much. \

Present limitations on paving funds
make for waste of money in partially
successful attempts to keep gravel sur-
facing on heavy traffic sections.

The new highway plan already has
cut local road taxes more than $1,250;
000 and further reductions will follow,
now that counties are relieved of the
burden of work on main roads.

Best grass-
fat beeves are selling in small lots
from $7.00 to $8.00 with bulk of re-
ceipts here of quality to sell from
$6.50 down to $4.50. Canner and cut-
ter steers are going from $2.50 to
$4.25.

Trade in fat butcher cows and heif-
ers is largely under $5.00, with a
spread of $3.00 to $4.00 taking the
bulk. Canners and cutters are selling

Paul, was instantly killed yesterday
noon at Lincoln when the car in which
he was traveling was struck by Train

The accident occurred on the cross-
ing just south of Lincoln. The motor-
ist was traveling south and presumably
he did not see the approaching train
on account of the hill alongside of the
road near the tratks, which obstructs
the view.

The engine must have struck the
car squarely as the car was completely
demolished and parts widely scattered,
8o much, in fact, that it did not ap-
pear at first glance as though a car
had figured in the accident. ‘The
body was thrown a long distance and
numerous bones were broken and the
body otherwise disfigured. The man
appeared to be 25 to 26 years old.

Brown were called and they went up
there immediately to investigate the
accident. The coroner pronounced
death accidental.
