road. Tien, again, the condition of a
road, whether hard and smooth, or up-
even, has much to do with the amount a
team can draw over it.

Rescipes,

T'o Restore Colors.—-Rub the epots with
hartshorn and place in the sun till dry.

Ham Relish.—Cut a slice ol dressed
ham, season it highly with cayenne pep-
per, and broil it brown; then spread mus-
tard over it, squeeze on it a little lemon-
juice, and serve quickly.

Frozen Pudding.—Three pints of milk,
nine eggs; make a custard; one quarter of
a pound of currants, raisins, citron, pre-
served peaches, one teaspconful of arrow-
root, one quarter of a pound of chocolate;
sweeten to taste and freeze.

Stewed Spinach.—Pick one peck of
spinach and wash thoroughly, drainand
put in a saucepan with a little salt and
cover with hot water. Boil-one half hour,
or until tender; when done, pour into a
colander and press the water out. Cut
up tine, season with butter, pepper, and
salt, and set into an oven a few minutes
Serve with hard boiled eggs cut in slices.

Impromptu Cherry Pudding.—Seed a
quantity of Morello or sour red-cluster
cherries, and stew one quart of them with
a pound of loaf sugar. Then cut up into
thin slices a loaf of nice cold light bread,
and fill up a pudding dish with alternate
layers of bread and cherries. Pour over
the top wbhatever juice is left, and set
the dish aside in a refrigerator to get per-
fectly cold.

Caramel Cream.—Have on the fire
in a pan one pound _of maple sugar; let
it boil two or three times, sufficient to
brown but not burnit. Beatsix‘eggs and
one pound of white sugar very light; stir
this icto two quarts of boiling milk, and
stir constantly until it comes to a boil;
then pour in the boiling sugar and mix
thoroughly. Wh:n perfectly cold, add
one quart of cream, sweetened with a
cupful of white sugar. Putin a freezer
ana freeze the same as ice creami.

Prof Leidy's experience in banishing
red ants: “First he used bits of sweet
cake placed in every room in the house.
The cakes soon swarmed with ants. Tap-
ping the insects off into & cup of turpon-
tine, he replaced the cakes and captured
a fresh legion. After a few days no ants
appeared on the cake. Their presence
was still suspected, howevef, and on put-
ting bacon as a trap forthem they swarm-
ed upon the bits of pork. After a few
days the pork was unnoticed. and cheese
was tried, with the same results. When
the cheese was neglected, dead grasshop-
pers were placed in the rooms, and after
the grasshoppers nothing would tempt
them. They abandoned the premises.”

Moss on fruit trees is generally an in
dication of approaching decrepitude, ve-
movable in the case of young trees, whose
growth may be improved undér more
liberal treatment, but not so on old ones,
upon which, however, the moss does but
little harm, except, indeed, in the way of
harboring insects. Various remedies are
used. such as carbolic acid, a solution of
one-half pound of common sal® or wash-
ing soda in one gallon of water, and
milk of lime laid on with a brush. The
true remedy, however, appears to lie in
thoroughly draining aod enriching the
ground in the neighborhood of the trees,
80 as to induce a more healthy growth.

The court of the queen's bench was re-
cently called upon to give a legal defini
tion of the word “team.” A tenant of an
English duke had agreed as a part of his
rent payment, to furnish at sundry times
“one day's team work with two horses
and one proper person,”

On one occasion the duke's manager
desired the farmer to send a cart to fetch
coals from a railway station to the ducal
mansion. The farmer offered to furnish
two horses and a man, but insisted that
the duke shoul1 supply the cart. “There
can't be a ‘team’ without a cart or wag
on,” said the manager. “Oh, yes, there
can!” revlied the farmer; “the horses are
the team.”

Both parties were hones', and both
were obsticate, and so the law was asked
to decide which defination ot & “ team "
was. correct, the duke’s or the farmer’s.
A jury said the duke’s, but the farmer
asked the court of queen’s bench if the
jury were not quite as incorrect as was
the duke.
