The Top of Washington Monument.,

The construction of o saituble apex called
fordh mueh discussion and a number of plans.
It was {lrst suggested to rool over thy struc-
ture with a framework of iron and glass; but
it was thouglkt that the chemical action of
the weather ou the metal would discolor the
face of the walls, The design for a marble
pyramidiou fitty-five feet in height, sub-
mitted by Mr. Bernard R. Green, civil engi-
ueer, was finally adopted. Twelve stoue ribs
w foot thick, three ou each side of tho well,
began to grow out from the face of tho walls
470 feet from the base, As these are carried
upward, the ribs nearest tho angle of the
shalt meet in the bLips of the pyramidion,
while those in the centerof each face are con-
nected still higher up by voussoir stones,
forming two arches intersecting each other at
right angles, The thrust of each corner rib
is transmitted to its opposite by the use of
horizontal stones Letween their upper ex-
tremities.  The buttresses support the roof
covering of inarble slabs, about seven inches
thick.

The capstone is tipped with an aluminem
pyramid, which is cornected by a copper vod
with fonr lightning rods passing to the upper
extremities of the iron colmrus of the ele-
vator shaft, and the bottoms of these coiumns
are grounded in the well in tie center of the
foundation,—Oscar Foote in Amerienn Maga-

of the theory that
Willimin Shake-
speare wrote his
own works and
thonght his own

thinks, The time
has fully arrived when we humorists ought
to stand by each other.

William Shakespeare knew all the time
that ho was a great man and that some day
he would write pieces to speak. He left
Stratford at the age of 21 and went to Lon-
don, where bo attracted very littlo attention,
for he belonged to the yeomanry, being a
kind of dramatic Horace Greeley, both in
the matter of clothes nnd penmauship. Thus
it would seom tbat while Sir Francis Bacon
was attending a business college and getting
himself familiar with the whole arm move-
ment, 50 as to be able to write a free, cryp-
togamous hand, poor W. Shakespeare was
slowly thinking the hair off his head, while
ever and anon he would bring out his writ-
ing materials and his bright, ready tonguoe
and write a sonnet on an empty stomach.

Shakespearo did not want his plays pub-
lished. He wanted to keep them out of the
press in order to prevent their uso at spelling
schools in the hands of unskilll artists,
and 5o there was a long period of time during
which the papers could not get hold of them
for publication,

During this time Francis Bacon was in
public life. Hoand Shakespeare had nohing
in common. Both were great men, but Ba-
con's sphere was different from Shakespeare's,
While Bacon was in the senate, living high
and courting fuvestigation, Shakespeare had
to stuff three largo pillows into his pantaloons
and piny Falstaff at one night stands.

It it likely that Bacon, breathing the per-
fumed air of the Capitol and chucking the
treusury girls under the chin ever and anon,
bungered for the false joys of the underpaid
and undorscored dramatist? Scarcely!

That is one reason why I profer to take the
side of Shakespeare rather than the side of
Bacon,

I know that Shakespearc has been soverely
criticised by the press for leaving his family
at Stratford while he himself lived in Lon-
don, only visiting home oceasionally, but I
am convinced that he found they could live
cheaper in that way. Help in the Louse was
very high at that time in London, and the in-
telligence offices were doing a very large busi-
ness without giving very much intelligence,
Friends of his told bim that it was not only
impossible to get enough help in London, but
that there was hardly enough servants to pre-
vent a panic in the employment burean.
Beveral offices were in fact comprlled to shut
down for a half day at a time, oae using the
limited stock in the forenoon and the other
in the afternoon.
