DOMRSTIO.
The funeral of Wilson S. Bissell, for-
mer postmaster general, took place at
Buffalo, N. Y. All the courts in the city
adjourned as a mark of respect. The
body was cremated.
The federal grand jury at St. Louis
returned indictments against W. A.
Morrow, assistant private secretary to
Gov. A. K. Dockery, and Thomas E.
Barrett, formerly marshal of the St.
Louis court of appeals, for alding and
abetting fraudulent naturalization.
A receiver has been appointed for
Julius Myer, Sons & Co., a department
store firm in St. Louis. The total
acknowledged indebtedness is $160,039.
Announcement of the resignation of
H. A. Castle, auditor for the post office
department, Is made.
E. K. Dye, one of the best known law-
yvers in southern Indiana, shot and
killed himself at Bedford. The family
thinks he was temporarily deranged by
ill health,
The principal tople of discussion at
the cabinet session was the post office
investigation, which was considered at
considerable length, especially with ref-
erence to the trial of the cases now
pending before the courts.
A plan for a union of 1,000,000 men to
control the building trades of the coun-
try was adopted at the Indianapolis
(Ind.) conference of national trades offi-
cials. Arbitration was favored.
Administration officlals are planning
to secure revised extradition treaties
with England, France and other coun-
tries, whereby bribers and embezzlers
may be taken, It is hoped to makethem
retroactive.
Withdrawal of $300,000,000 bank de-
posits by unions and their members is
threatened by Thomas I Kidd, vice
president of the American Fedcration
of Labor, unless employers stop suing
unions for damages.

Col. Daniel E. Boone, the celebrated
trainer of wild animals, died in San I'ran-
cisco, aged 62 years.

Pius X. is to make numerous changes
among the diplomatic representatives
at foreign-capitals, and it is thought an
American prelate may be selected to
succeed Mgr. Falconio at Washington.

Seven persons were killed and 33 oth-
ers wounded in a collision between so-
cialists and clericals at Bilboa, Spaig.

A plot to smuggle Chinese coolies into
the Philipplnes by dlsguising them as
merchants was discovered at Manila
through the arrest of John Miller, ex-
immigration inspector.

The arguments in London of the Alas-
kan boundary commission have ended,
and a final decision is expected by Octo-
ber 20.

Imporis of Mexican dollars at Manila

MINNESOTA NEWS.

No Increase.

Minnesota school enrollment for the
year 1002-3, just reported to State
Superintendent Olsen, shows mno in
crease over the school year preceding.
The enrollment for 1901-2 was 414,67L
For last year, with three counties esti-
mated, the enrollment was 414,707,

This year the first time in many
years that the figures have failed to
show an increase. The enrollment for
1900-1 was 403,041 and for 1899-1900 it
was 399,207.

The number of pupils attending for-
ty days last year shows an actual de-
crease, and when the figures reported
were tabulated it looked like a ‘‘race
suicide” document. The apportion-
ment of state school aid is based on
these reports. Last year the distribu-
tion was made on a basis of 353,720 pu-
pils. This year only 252,607 were re-
ported as having attended the forty
days.

Lanids to be Opened Soon.
J. D. Jonmes, register of the United

'| States land office at Cass Lake, has is- [

sued descriptive notices of the land to
be opencd for settlement by the gov-
ernment Nov. 10. According to the
terms of this grant, the homestead law
is modified so that any commutation
can be made and no stone and timber
claims can be filed. This land can be
taken only under the homestead laws
and five years' residence is required.
The land to be opened Nov. 10 is prae-
tically all above Red lake, between
Red lake and Lake of the Woods, and
is what is known as the Red Lake In-
dian reservation. It does not include
any part of the Cass Lake, Leech Lake
or Winnibegoshish reservations.

Something Rare.

The Minnesota fish exhibit at St.
Louis will contain one specimen which
will probably attract considerable at-
tention.

Executive Agent Fullerton of the
state game and fish commission re-
ceived a letter from H. V. Curry, a
fisherman living near Rainy lake, in
which he says that he caughta pure
white sturgeon. He desires to send it
to the commision to be stuffed and
sent to the St. Louis exhibition asa
part of the Minnesota exhibit.

Executive Agent Fullerton says it is
the only specimen of albino sturgeon

white sturgeon is as rare as any other
specimen in the fish world and would
be a valuable addition to the Minneso-
ta exhibit.

Farmers Organize.

The Minnesota Farmers’ Exchange is
the name selected by a sub-committee
on by-laws appointed by. twenty dele-
gates consisting of farmers, who met
at the office of Gov. S. R. Van Sant’to
form a permanent state organization.
The committee consisting of C. E. Jack-
son and E. R., Jackson of Buckman,
W. S. Wetherston of West Concord and
1. P. Carey of Glencoe, was appointed,
and decided on the name.

The farmers seek to form an organi-
zation that will own and operate grain
elevators, storage plants, cauning
factories, stock yards, packing houses
and banks. The plan isto send the
raw produce to be finished in the mills
of the exchange and to be sold by the
exchange to the best possible markets.

Enlarged Business.

It is piven out as authentic that Gov.
Van Sant, owner of several steamboats
and himself an ex-steamboat captain,
will enter the St. Paul-St. Louis trade
next season in competition with the
Diamond Jo and other big packet lines.
It is the purpose of the governorto
place a large number of small and fast
passenger boats in service tocapture
the exposition trade. Other reports
say the line will be continued between
St. Louis and the headwaters of the
river after the exposition is closed.

Plenty of Coal.

Coal receipts on Lake Superior for
1903 have been 5,650,000 tons. This is
far more than in any preceding year
to the corresponding time, 2,000,000
tons more than for any of the last few
years, during all of which receipts ran

than in 1809, which had been the
largest season up to that period.
There will, therefore, be -no dearth of
coal for the northwest the coming
winter.
