The Odanah Star of Wisconsin, 
does not believe Indians are amen­
able to United States laws relative 
to the introduction of intoxicants 
into the reservations they occupy. 

Editor Ashraun is naturally in­
clined from a sentimental and sym­
pathetic feeiingin behalf of his red 
brethen that they should not be 
punished for an open violation of 
law. THIS TOMAHAWK fully appre­
ciates Mr. Ashmun's position in 
behalf of tha Wisconsin Chippewas 
but, forunatcly for them and the 
Indians in general, they are sub 
ject to the same laws with regard 
to the introduction of liquor by 
them into an Indian reservation 
and the sale of it to other Indians 
as white men are. 

There is no recourse for an In­
dian who is found guilty of intro­
ducing liquor into the Indian coun­
try except to take his medicine, 
or rather the punishment the Unit­
ed States judge before whom he is 
tried may inflict upon him accord­
ing to law.
