The time is approaching to give 
thought to br inging Christmas 
cheer to the American soldiers and 
sailors abroad. 

Ar rangements have been per­
fected whereby the Christmas mail 
to the Amer ican Expedi t ionary 
Forces in E u r o p e is to be deliver­
ed by Chris tmas morning. With­
out the fullest cooperation on the 
part of the public it will be im­
possible to accomplish this result. 

The three essentia} respects in 
which,the public can aid in assur­
ing a happy Chris tmas .at the f roat 
a re : Mail ear ly , address intelli­
gently, and pack securely. For 
this reason i t is urgent ly requested 
that all persons having Chris tmas 
mail for the soldiers and sailors 
and the civilian units attached to 
the army in E u r o p e observe close­
ly the following directions: 

1. Mail to reach the soldiers in 
France by Chris tmas morning 
must be posted not later than 
November 15. 

2. Eve ry package must bear 
conspicuously the words "Chr i s t ­
mas M a i l . " the complete address 
of t he person for whom i t is in­
tended, and, in the upper left-hand 
corner, the name and address of 
the sender. 

Every parcel must be so packed 
and wrapped u s to admit of easy 
inspection by the postmaster . No 
parcel will be dispatched to France 
which has not the postmaster 's 
certificate that it contains no pro 
hibited art icles.

Happi ly the American farmers 
are neither uninformed nor uu­
patriotic, as they have always 
shown. The farmer can be t rust­
ed fittingly to rebuke these dema­
gogues who first insult and then 
endeavor to injure them.—Ex.
