The London T'elegram says the machi-
nation which threaten the fulfillment of the
European settlem entare vlosely watched and
will be thwarted by the resolute vigilance of
Lord Beaconsfield's government. With the
loyal support of France and Austria, and the
approval of Germany, the treaty of Berlin will
be sustained to the letter.

The secretary of the treasury has
opened bids for supplying 400,000 ounces of
fine silver, recently riven, inviting proposals
every week. The offers will not be made pub
lic. No matter whether the bids are accepted
or not. The amount purchased was less than
400,000 ounces, and the price ranged from
one-tourth to one-half a cent below the London
rate, but it is claimed the government has an
abundant supply for present demands. Deal-
ers said that the refusal to publish bids defeat
the establishment of a silver market in this
eountry.

New York telegra: There was consider-
able flurry in Wall street on aceount of the
sudden crushing decline in Western Union
lelegraph stocks. The selling movement,
which in thirty minutes drove the price down
from $£1.02 to 964 cents, is said to be caused
Hy pubiished details regarding the proposed
capitalization of stock. It is claimed that this
policy is approved by Wm. H. Vanderbilt.
Sam Mills and H. J. Fowler sold large lots of
Western Union on the decline. Jay Gould
said the decline caused by the Western Union
was wasted or fictitious calls of stoch, but
other large operators did not agres with him.

roclamation, setting apart Thursday,

ov. 28, as a day of thankseiving: .

By the President of the United States.
A proclamation: The recurrence of that
season at which 1t is the habit of our peo-
ple to make devout #nd public confession
ot their constant dependence upon divine
favor for all the good gifts of life and
happiness, and of public peace and pros-
perity, exhibits in the record of the year
abundant reacons| for gratitug and
thanksgiving. Exuberant harvests, pro-
ductive mines, ample crops ot the staples
of trade and manufnctures, have enriched
the country. Tte resources thus far fur-
nished to our reviving industry and ex-
panding commerce, and --hastening-- the
day when discords and distresses through
the length and breadth of the land. will
under the continued favors of Providence,
have given way to confidence and energy
and assured prosperity. Peace with all
nations has remained unbroken; domestic
tranquility has prevailed, and the institu-
tion of liberty and justice, which the wis-
dom and virtue of tathers establisted, re-
main the glory and defense of their chil-
dren. The general prevalence of the
blessings of health throughout our land
has made more conspicuous the sufferings
and sorrows where the dark shadows of
pestilence has cast upon a portionof our
people. This heavy affliction even, the
Divine Ruler has tempered to the suffer-
ing communities by the universal sympa-
thy and succor which have flowed to their
relief, and the whole nation may rejoice
in the unity of spiri¢ in our people by
which they cheerfully share one another’s
burdens.

Now, therefore, I. Rutherford B. Hayes,
President of thc Upited States, do ap-
point Thursday, the 28th day of Novem-
ber next, as a day of national thanksgiv-
ing and prayer, and I earnestly recom-
mend that, withdrawing themselves from
sccular cuses and labors, the people of
the United States do meet together on
that day in their rcspective places of wor-
ship, there 10 give thanks and praise to
Almighty God fer his mercies, and to de-
voutly beseech theireontinuance.
