pendenoe, needs no protection from the 
"pitying patronage* of anybody. IT 
she is at tunes disposed to regard anyf 
slight put upon her by those who have 
no business in lite save to amuse them­
selves, she may enjoy a revenge every 
day/ for the ravens,of misfortune fly in* 
at all windows. And there are, doubt­
less,, among women who have found i i 
necessary to g o out into the world and 
battle for existence, those who find 
stings in the ''pityingpatronage" of the 
fortune-favored, and who sit in sack­
cloth amid' the ennobling Inspirations of 
their work-a-day lives. To them is 
commended the words of Carlyle: "All 
true work is sacred; in all true work, 
were it but true hand-labor, there is 
something of divineness." But there i r 
a distinction to be . made between the 
woman-laborer and the man-laborer; 
the woman deserves the greater consid­
eration—and the fact that, all over the 
.World, she is winning it, is proof that it, 
.should be so. It is certa'n that, in a 
normal condition' of society, man should 
do the bread-winning work.' But as 

-the accidents of life develop many ab­
normal conditions, i t a o happens thai 
many women are forced to shift for them­
selves. As there is no possible preventive 
for these accidents of fate, it i s there­
fore incumbent upon all who have, 
a lever that may t e used, to force open 
every door that will admit women to 
labor-room and opportunity. Society 
owes her this, and .with it; the special 
honor that should be extended one who, 
though born wftb the right to a happier 
estate, finds that estate unattainable, 
and, with brave heart, bends to the 
labor-yoke. The world is coming to 
this view. . Bars against the employ­
ment of women are falling away every­
where. With ' each succeeding day 
some new opportunity invites her. The 

Swat universities are no longer forbid-
ng, and so great has been the advance 

in sentiment that not only have the" 
spheres for her employment been mul­
tiplied, but she is also accorded greater 
facilities for preparing herself to do 
work in the best way. This enlarge­
ment of woman's labor-privileges d^es 
not mean that the world is urging wo­
men to work, but that it is willing she 
should work to the best personal advan­
tage when she finds herself called there­
to. The recent action of the United 
States Secretary of the Treasury in per­
mitting a woman to command a river 
steamer is a demonstration of the spirit 
of the t imes . Women? must be allowed 
to try! - This is Civilization's latest 
mandate. Thus fa* she seems to fail in 
nothing, save in those things in which 
merely muscular foree is the essential 
factor. Possibly the time will never 
come'when women will bear muskets in 
battle, but who shall say that in the wars 
of the future she. will not be epaidettedP 

Thus when we contemplate women 
in the light of the new era, how 
strangely does the idea of "pitying pat­
ronage" strike the inind. It is the wo­
man who works who can afford to be 
serene. She enjoys the secur.ty that 
lies in-profitable accomplishments, the 
solace that comes from the conscious­
ness of earning, the elation that springs 
from duties fulfilled. The only patron­
age she needs is that which will 'give 
her hands or mind someth'ug to do.. . 

The writer quoted nt the outset of 
this article also says: "The spirit which 
places a bar in the way of a well-bred, 
well-educated and earnest woman, be­
cause she earns her own bread, must be 
exorcised!11 True;, but' let us have all 
the bars down, even against those who 
may be under-bred, (what is the stand­
ard of breeding?) uneducated, yet earn­
e s t Let the exorcism be genera). Let 
it not fail to better the fives of every 
woman who works.,, Bat let us not be 
misunderstood; if the writer, referred 
to above, has in mind the bars that 
guard the avenues to so-called "high 
society," meaning thereby that social 
aggregation which includes only those 
who need to labor, then, it' is' not worth 
while to undertake' the exorcism, for 
such bars are of no consequence. Upon' 
.those upper social levels, par excellence, 
the most inviting, there is a fraternity 
of the worthiest torwhich jail may aspire, 
and where recognition, when onca ob­
tained, b$s in it both a compensation 
and a consolation, against, which'no 
"pitying patronage" may preva i l . ' / \ 

Therefore, "Hat^off11 to the Wmeri 
who work! It would be idle to urge 
them to lift up their heads, for their 
heads' are alreadv uplifted." They are 
helping the world onward and upward.' 
They are, with each new adventure, 
contributing to progress. They .are 
bringing a healthful 'and quickening 
presence into commercial, artistic, me­
chanical and professional life. They 
are acquitting- themselves happily in

Great Singers and High Prices; J 

The complete financial failure of 
opera m New York and elsewhere this 
last season is attributed partly to the 
rivalry of Abbey and Mapleson—there 
not being patronage enough for two 
opera companies—and partly to the 
enormous prices paid to three or four 
singers, these prices being enhanced by 
the competition of the two managers. 

Four thousand dollars a night for 
Patti and other singers in proportion is 
denounced as two much, and that peo­
ple will not pay the prices for hearing 
them which these salaries call for. 

This may be true, and it may be true, 
also, that it is the high salaries which 
induce people to pay such high prices. 
Estimating the value of the singer by 
the price paid, they are willing to pay 
high to hear a singer who can com­
mand such prices. It is very doubtful 
if there are many people in this coun­
try capable of getting ten or fifteen 
dollars1 worth of musical enjoyment 
out of an opera in one evening. It is 
the high price of the musician, not the 
music, which makes them willing to 
pay such extravagant prices for admis­
sion. 

There is, too, a certain amount of 
social advantage, real or fancied, for 
which they are willing to pay hand­
somely. There are .people to whom 
money would be no object, in securing 
them the social recognition of those 
who are acknowledged as authority in 
social matters, or who have not only 
money, but a love for art and music 
and literature. To be admitted to 
these charmed1 circles, as they esteem 
them, or to be known as properly qual­
ified to belong to them, is an earthly 
paradise to those who .have just ac­
quired money and know not now to 
spend it; who long for the graces' and 
refinements which money may in time 
bring, but which money'cannot buy for 
«ash. 
v. N o money on earth can make a new, 
raw wine, a smooth old wine; but 
money enables a man-to buv new wine 
and keep it until it is old. "So it is with 
the culture and refinement which 
money can procure for those who have 
ability and ambition in that direction. 
Their wealth can command for them 
the raw material, but only time will 
ripen and mature it. 

Some are, very naturally, impatient 
with this natural method and imagine 
that this wine of social life can be nad 
by some artificial process—by "doc­
toring" it. So - they build palaces, 
sometimes barracks, to dwell in; have 
them decorated by the square rod; 
furnished by- the cord; buy • books by 
the shelfful,,and pictures on the same 
principle. . T o g o to the opera, and 
especially' to' be willing to pay ex-: 
travagant prices for it, argues 
presumably a very great' enjoyment of 
music as well as musical education. 
This is considered also a stamp of high 
social rank. So that if a man pays a 
high price for an opera ticket, it is sup­
posed to be a sigh not only-that he and 
his family are endowed with bonds and 
a large cash, balance, but also that they 
belong to the still rarer and more ex­
clusive class who know how to spend* 
as well as make, money. 

Under these circumstances it may be 
doubted if operatic managers would 
make any more by procuring their 
singers at lower .prices. They would 
have to reduce the price of the tickets 
in-proportion, and that would diminish 
the attraction of opera to those who g o 
not to hear Patti or Nilsson, but to 
listen to a singer- who. in the course of 
% season can make, as much as an 
operator might make in "options," or 
In "Wabash^ and "Western Union.'1—
