THE REBOLUTIONS,

The report of the commitiee on resoln-
tions was read by P. J. Smalley, chairman
of the committee. 1t was adopted with a
rush and without a protest, after which the
convention adjourned. The resolutions
were as follows:

That the Democratic party of Minnesota once
more dedicates i1s first and best energies to the
accomplishment of a singie end—the complete,
but the intelligent and gradual reform of a sys-
‘tem of tariff duties which is both corrupting and
unjust. We are opposed to the theory ot )pm-
tection, as & manifestation of the principle ol
paternalism in politics with which our party i
traditionally at war. That system cremtes
burdens which affect different classes aud sec-
tions of our eountgy disproportionately and in-
equitably. 1t stimulate aund malntaing monop-
olles umong us, It saps the strength of our in-
dustrial energies. 1t pollutes the springs of po-
litical action.

We aim to secure laws by which the revenues
ol the nation shall be accommodated to the
needs of u government, economicaully adminis-
tered within its legitimate sphere, which shall
make commerce and industry free and shall
guard their [reedom when attained, which shall
make no man poor that another may be rich;
which shall deliver legislators from the corrupt-
ing influence of a system of the most subtle and
reaistiess bribery.

We hold. in accordance with the traditional
poliey ofour party, to the use of both gold and
silver and thut the sole coinage function of the
goverument is to examine the relative values of
the meta:s of coinage as established by the com-
mercial world, and if there hag been a sufficient
fluetuntion in the value of either to make the
existing ratios unequal, then to readjust the
ratios so that the number ol grains of either
metal in the unit of coinage, the dollar. shall be
equivalent in vaiue, and «then-to it the free
uurestricted coinage of both metals.

‘We join the Democracy of New York in de-
manding the repeal of the Sherman silver coin-
age act. We condemn that act as an attempt
to distract the friends of honest bi-metalism,
and denounce it as calculated to debase our
