Giannetto, the youngest son of & rich
merchant in Floreaee, receives from his
dying father 2 letter addressed 1o his
dearest triend, Ansaldo, the greatest of
the Christian merchauts in Veniee, who,
being a ehildless man and Ginnetto's
godtather, had long been anxious to
adopt bim.  This letter, he tells him, is
lo be instead of any other provision.
** Bohave well,™ he suys, «and you will
certinly be a rich man.””  Ansaldo
welcomes his  godson  with delight,
crders his servants to attend to him as
to himself, gives him the keys of his
money boxes, and desires him to spend
all freely in distinguishing himselt and
cutertaining bis friends; and to remem-
ber that *the more he gains the good
will of everybody the more dear L will
be to him.”™  Glannetto follows his di- |
rection, quickly distinguishes himself |
in all the qualities of a gentleman, be-
comes a universal favorite and the most
accomplished youth in Venice, and be-
haves in all ways to his godfather's en-
tire satsfaction.

Such s man, it is thought by his
friends, should have something more to
do—should see more, and be more seen;
und two of the most intimate, intending
# merciantile voyage to Alexandrin,
urge him to go with them in a ship of
his own.  He would like to go if Ansul-
co will give him leave; Ansaldo is will-
ing to furnish him if be would like to
go.

—Maccaroni au Tomatoes.—Peel and
cut, up some fresh tomatoes and stew
them with plenty of fresh butter, amd
season with butter, pepper, salt anid a
lnurel leaf  1f preferred, take less but-
ter and add o few spoonfuls of strong
ravy or stock.  Add a very little Hour,
stirred smooth, in =« little water—not
enough flour to make the sauce really
thick, but togive it the consistency of
eream.  Then pass  the whole thing
throngh o huir sieve, and  mix with the
boiled macaroni, together with some
grated Parmesan.  If you are obliged
Yo use canned tomatoes, don’t 1ake too
much of the watery juice. Bottled pure
tomato sauce, well seasoned and made
very hot, may be used.

—Canliflower, White Sauee.—Pick
ont all the green leaves of two small
eanlilowers, and cut off the stalks
close,  ut them head downwards ina
saucepan full of boiling salted water;
when done pick them out into sprigs
and arrange them, head downwards,
in u pwlding basin, which must have
been muude quite hot; press them in
gently, then turn them ont dexterously

on @ dish, and  pour over them the
following sauce, boiling  hot:  Melt
one and  one  half ounces  of
butter in & sancepan, mix it with

a tublespoonful of tlour, and then add
half a pint of boiling water: stir till it
thickens: wid sult and white pepper to
taste; then take the sancepan off the
fire, and stirin the yelks of two epes
beaten up with the juive of a lemon und
strained.

—Yenl with Spinach.—XNeatly trim
a nice picce of tillet or top of loin  of
veal, lard it thickly with bacon on one
side. Pluce in a large stewpan s lnyver
of slices of bacon, then some carros
and onions cut in slices, with . bundle
of sweet hierbs, pepper, salt, and spices
10 tas lay the picee of veal in the
mididle, and moisten with about o pint
of stock.
