PRAYING FOR RAIN.

Prayer, too often, is little more than
form and fashion. Owing fo the pro-
tracted drought, sufferiug and starva-
tion, the Lord Bishops ot India wrote to
their clergy to at once commence pray-
ing for rain. Thisis the form, worded
by the Bombay Bishop:

“Ohb, God, whc by Thy Son Jesus
Christ hast promised to hear the peti-
tions of them that ask in his name, send,
wa beseech Thee, tothe people of India
in their necessity such moderate rain
and showers, that they may receive the
fruits of the earth to their comfort and
to Thy honor, throngh Jesus Christ onr
Lord. Amen”

‘Fhis was a very unpopular prayer,
because asking for only “moderate rain
and showers,” when a succession of
drenching rain--torms were very badly

needed.

This prayer was not answered. The
drouth continued. No pearly rain-
drope feil to cool the parched earth.
There was no Elijah, seemingly, to pre-
vail. And then the Hindoos prayed for
rain’

The Madras Times is responsible
for this:

‘‘Yesterday, at Indore, all the peo-
ple from the Maharajah to the peasants
full 15,000 met in the fields to invoke-
their gods, by prayers, to send them
rain. After the Poojahs the Maharajah
took the plow and tilled a bit of soil,
and her Highness, his wife, like a very
peasant, waited upon the Maharajah
while at work. The gods were really
moved by such a pathetic scene, for

and the crowd, dispersed amid great
rejoicings.”

A few days later a Bombay newspa-
per contained the following informa-
tion:

“Notice were circulated afew days
since to the Parsee community, signed
Khan Bahadoor Dustoor Nosherwanjee
Jamaspjee, High Priest of the Parsees,
intimating that prayer was to be unite-
dly offered to the Almighty that rain-
might no longer be withheld.

Carriages began to pour into Nana’s
at an early hourin the forenoon, bring-
ing crowds of eager worshipers to the
Patel's Agiary, where the meeting was
held. The people tumed their faces
toward the east. The fprayers were
conducted in a solemn manner by the
Dustoor, and lasted for anhour. And
lo the great satisfaction of the Parsee
worshipers, and others likewise, a por-
tion of the crowd could have barely
reached their homes before the rain
poured down in torrents.”

Because ofthese immediate ramfalls
after the Parsee and Hindoo prayers
for rain, the Hindoos taunted and
mocked the Christians, “your God
didn’t hear your prayers; but our god
heard and answered ours.” The truth
is, the Infinite answers no prayers not
m accordance with the Divine Will
and immutable law. Prayers affect us
rather than God, by lifting us up into
higher and holier conditions. Prayers
change us, not God.
