The first definite description of the
bee is by Ari3totle in his celebated
History of animalf1 about tho middle

of the 4th century oeforo the christian
era and from that day to the present
various writers both sacred and pro-

fane

have celebrated the virtues of the
bpe both in poetry and prose

History does not inform as whether
old father Adam and his worthy spouse
were presented with a full colony ol
gold banded Italian nor whether
Noah kept his in a patent frame chaff
hive so essential to successful winter-
ing

when he should land on the eter-
nally

snow clad sumit of Ararat nor
whether the Patriarch Abraham kept
his in the proverbial log gum box
hive or straw skeep The record states
that Canaan his dwelling place wa a
land flowing with milk and honey
and as ho led a migratory life it is pro-

bable

his apiary was movable and rest ¬

ed at eventide when he coral led his
cows at milking tune it does not
state when the famine prevailed there
and he sent his sons into Egypt for
corn with a present to the Egyptian
rnler of some of Canaans famous honey
wnether it was extracted or that beau
tiful comb honey stored in sections
and gathered by his own bees from
white or red clover

Sacred history however frequently
sreaks In glowing terms of honey as a
great luxury and a nourishing diet

Profane history GOO year before the
the christian era lauds it and at the
feast afthe gods described by Ovid the
delicious honey cakes composed of meal
honey and oil were never wanting it
was also extensively used in domestic
worship and indespensable at the
special worship of Ceres in November

Ceres was regarded as the honey
dispenser who by her union with the
rain god Zeus caused fruitful seasons
jier priestesses were called bees be-

cause

infant Dyonytius the on of Bacchus
whum Ceres bore in her arms as Isis
carried Horus and she was the instruc-
tor
