His death was the result of an
accidental pistol wound received some
weeks since.

WASHINGTON LETTER.

[(From Oar Reguiar Correspondent. ]

WasnincTox, D. C., Dec. 30, 1882.
Congress is nomnaily in session this
week, but there s no quorum and no
transaction of business worth talking
about. Performances like that of last
week relative to the holiday recess go
far to destroy whatever lingering re-
spect might exist in the public mind
for our national legislature. Resting
under a popular vote of censure, bur-
dened with a rush ef grave duties, starv-
ing claimants knocking at the doors
for justice, and the country laboring
under war taxation and the hcarding
of Treasury reserves, both houses dal-
lied and trifled with the adjourument
question, both shirked a responsibility
and both practically left the guestion
to settle itself. The house, after weak-
ly protesting that it was in favor of
working through the holidays, compro-
mised with its own sense of decency
and agreed to takearecess. The Sen-
ate, sternly refusing to agree to the re-
cess, quietly dissolves into a small mass-
meeting, and Senators who voted
against the holiday vacation betake
themselves to the depots, grip-sack n
hand, and are on their way out of
town before the vote is cold. Some
voted “No” on the recess resolution
with railroad tickets in their pockets,
while carpet bags containing a change
of sccks, pajyer collars and coplous
flasks of whiskey reposed under their
seats. There 1s no vehement pupular
objection 16 a holiday tecess. Custom
has made this form of congressicnal
evasion of duty familiar to everybody.
But the hypocritical pretence of an in-
tention to work which half conceals a
precipitate flight of the pretentious
Congressmen does arouse a certain
popular disgust which great industry
hereafter cannot allay.

The department clerks and employes
are out of humor with Congress, and
lay at its door the ills of which they
now complain. Ithas been the cus-
tom for years to close the departments
at 1z o'clock during Christmas week,
thus giving the employes a half holi-
day. But this year owing to the action
of Congress, it is said, some of the Cab-
inet officers decided notto follow the
custom, and the clerks who have to
stick to their desks are accordingly un-
happy. Some busybody, turning
over some ancient and dusty files the
other day, discovered a law n existence
commanding Government employees
to work ten hours aday in summerand
eight hours in winter . Much conster
nation was caused at the Treasury,
where there is great difficulty in getting
them to work five hours and a half a
day. The law had been enacted m
1836. Noihing further has been heard
about it, but while it is unquestionably
true that the hours of lakior have been
shortened everywhere since 1836, yet
five hours and a half is not much work
—and although the pay of a Govem-
ment employee is not high, yet as a
rule the work is trifling. One way to
reform the civil service would be to
make 1t less attractive to that large
class of the community who are always
on the lookout to get sumething for
nothing. They have & pinched and
hungry existence, it is true, but they do
an amazingly small amount of work.
There is somewhat of a nervous feeling
among certain clerks in the internal
revenue bureau in consequence of the
proposed action of Congress abolishing
mternal revenue taxes. Abohshing
the taxes wil throw them out of their
places. Some of them smelling th:
battle from afar have already instituted
movements for getting transferred to
other branches of the Treasury De-
partment. Certain census office clerks,
who some time since were afraid that
the finishing up of the census would
displace them, have gained hope that
the census bureau will be maintained
as a regular bureau of statistics of the
Treasury Department.

The United States Supreme Court
was the arena for an old-fashioned for-
ensic display just before the holiday
adjournment. Mr. Corkling was here
and made another of his “greatest ef-
forts™ in the celebrated tax case of the
Certral Pacific Railroad. It is now
two years since the ex-Semator has
been heard in extended remarks in
Washington, and the Supreme Court
chamber was cro-ded with ladies and
gentleien anxious once more to listen
to hm. Probably Mr. Conkling never
spoke with better or moreeffect. Itis
understood that ¥ the railroad wins the
case his fee will be $50,000. He de-
livered a constitutional argument of
several hours’ length, and told precise-
Iy how the fourteenth amendment came

to be adopted, and labored very hard
to make it apply to the case of his
chents. When he had Gnished our

elegant Attorney General “took ;hel

floor,” and in about half an hour upset
all that the ex-Senator had said. Mr

Brewster's argumeat pléased the law-
yers inside the bar of the court as much
as Mr. Conkling’s remarks had pleas.
ed the spectators on the outside. An
amusing incident occurred just as At-
torney General Brewster was finishing
his argument, the closing speech in the
case. Sitting behind him were ex-sen-
ator Conkling and Judge Sanderson, of
California, who were opposed to him
in the case. One of thegentlemen
made some remark, apparently a play
upon some word used by :he Attorney
General. Mr. Brewster overheard it,
and referred to it in his speech, at the
same time turning to Mr. Conkling
with the remark, “it was their parting
shot.” Mr. Conkling straightening
himself up in his chair, said; “Shake
not thy gory locks at me, ‘thou can’st
notsay I did it,” Attorney General
Brewster answered that ne could not
say who ‘“stabbed him in the back.”
but that it was one of the gentlemen.
Soeaking of Conkling it is said that his
practice now brings him a handscme
income, whetever may be said by his
critics, and he will be able if he desires
to re-enter politics in a few years with
afortune, While here he held a con-
sultation with Mr. Merrick, General
Williamson. and other lawyers, in tie
interest of Rufus Hatch’s Yellowstone
park scheme. Mr. Hatch’s effort to lease
and “run” this Montana park, which is
as big:asthe States of Rhode Island
and Delaware together, has met with a
little set-back on account of the cnti-
cism of General Sherman and the
doubt of some Congressmen about put-
ting so much public property into pri-
vate hands. But really there seemsto
be no way in which the Government
itself can do the things thatneed to be
done to accommodate the 10,000 visi-
tors who will flock to the park in 1883.
Uncle Sam is hardly prepared to turn
hotel-keeper and game- preserver, and
perhaps he had better make as sharpa
contract as he can with Uncle Rufus,
and then let the latter make a few dol-
lars out of it. Dom PEDRO.

Facts About Bears.

A Bear Ordinarily no More Dangerous than a
Yw::odl:hm:k.

I rise for a few remarks on the bear.
I have known broin for-the past forty
ears. I have met him on the trail in
Northern Michigan, Pennsylvania and
the North Woods. 1 have seen him in
Wisconsin and Minnesota.

Ordinarily bruin is about as danger-
ous as & raccoon or the festive wood-
chuck. But it does happen that the
mother of any mammul will ignore
danger to herself in defense of her
young. Almost any arimalwill go wild
and reckless of danger in defense of
her young, and the bear is wonderful
on music. Consequently, when a she-
bear turns on her tormentors, it is well
to keep back about eighty-five and a
half E‘et. She doesn’t want to burt
anybody. She only wants to get her
babes away from that fearful biped
with the Derby hat and a dead rabbit
cut on his hair.

If yon humor her you aresafe enough.
If you want to put your hounds on her,
making the escape of her cubs doubt-
ful—well, *‘you takes yourchoice.” It
i{m drive her to desperation and she

as the grit to stand by her cubs, “‘bet-
ter vou stand a leedle back.”

I have bagged a good deal of bear
meat. I have been twice on a lone
cruise in the North Woods. I saw sev-
eral bears there—all intent on their own
affnirs.

So slight was the danger from wild
animals there, and so childish seemed
the immense armaments of the average
tourist, that I came to leave not only
my rille but my revolver behind. And
I found the eight-ounce rod and the
pocket hatchet all-suflicient for defense
against wild beasts. All the same, s
she bear with cubs may be dangerous.
I will give three instances that I ean
vouch for:

Forty years ago “Jim Steele,” with a
record of seven panthers, twenty-one
bears and 1,500 deer, resided at the
mouth of “Asoph Run.” He sent his
son, aged 14, up the creek for the cows
one evening. The boy came back
frightened and crying, saying that o
big bear had chased and nearly caught
him. Old Jim was disgusted at the
boy's cowardice. Leaving his rifle, he
went back with the boy, and at the
mouth of the Kennedy Ruon the bos
commenoed to say, *“It was just here,”
when an immense bear jumped from
under the bank, reared on her hind
legs, and, showing sll the teeth she
had, growling, snarling and threaten-
ing made at the party. Old Jim took
it in at once, *Jump on my back," he
yelled to the youngster, which the boy
did at once; and yelling, backing, anc
flourishing a knife, all the weapon he
had, old Jim and the boy got away.
Then they saw the mother bear cros:
the *riffle” on the creck and seatter ug
the mountain side, to be seen no more
of men forever.

Thirty-two years ago “Harry Ellis,"
born and bred on Pine creck, guided =
sarty to the huckleberry hills of the

arrens. While prospecting for the
best berrying grounds he was suddenl
confronted by an immense bear, w_hic{
arose from behind a large fallen trunk
and, rearing on her hind leégs, mad:
directly at him, roaring, grunting
snarling, and showing her best array o
teeth. Harry seized and flourished &
pine knob, whooping and yelling at the
top of his voice as he ran backward a:
his best pace for a few rods only, whet
the bear turned and quickly conveyec
her two cubs out of danger.

On the same range of hills I onet
went huckleberrying with Farmer T.
his wife and daughter, on invitation
Our rig was a two-horse farm wagon
the bottem of the wagon packed witk
inverted tubs and buckets. Distance tc
the ground, twenty-one miles.

By dint of starting at 8 a. m., an¢
abusing the horse to nnwonted speed
we were on the ground at 11a m.
among berries so p%emy that the grounc
was absolutely hidden. It was a shon
job to pick a bushel of berries on suct
ground; but I had been there before
and I thought I knew of a place abow
three-quarters of a mile westward
where the berries were equally plenty
but larger. So I tock alarge tin pai
and started. Half way to the ground
there is a gulch to be crossed, and this
culch was badly blocked with fallen
timber. When near the bottom I halt-
ed to select the best routes for getting
by or over some fallen trees that lay in
my path; when a very large, dingy-
looking **brown-nosed"" bear sprang on
a pine. sprang off again directly at me,
got on her hind legs, and began to pla
the usual game of scare—showing all
her teeth, making the savage, roaring,
barking, growling noise common to en-
raged bears. On the instant I com-
menced a lively retrograde movement.
Once I caught my heels and tumbled
over backward, but got up suddenly. It
was a Chinese fight. Growling, snarl-
ing teeth and clawson one side: whoop-
ing yelling and lpuunding tinware on
the other. Nobody hurt. Bear badly
scared. As for myself, I wasn't seared
a bit! As for the bear, it ﬁvoea without
saying that when she had played me oft
a few rods, she got down on all fours
and took herself out with her cubs for
all she was worth.—From Forest and
Stream.
