At the-- May term of Circuit Court
ihe Circuit Judge Davis ordered
the Grand Jury to appoint a com
mittee to investigate the bookB and
records of tlio officials of Living-
ston

county Last week the com
mitteo handed in a roport of their
partia1 investigation This re
porl shows that the Sheriff and
County and Circuit clerks have
been guilty of irregularities in
making returns and roports as re
quired by law and considerable
money is unaccounted for As
wo stated last November while
the law is on the statute hook it
should bo enforced to the letter
The county officials are paid large
salaries for their services and the
law positively states that every
dollar that comes into their hands
shall be accounted for Yet the
recovery of the money should not
bo the only consideration open
violation of tho law by those who
are tho custodians of tho law and
have its administration in their
hands should be looked after If
men occupying official positions
openly violate the law what is to
be expected of those in the lower
walks of life Whether tho meth
od of investigation instituted by
Livingston county is the proper
one each county must decide for
itself but it is evident that some
soit of investigation should be be¬

gun in every county in the state
To show what is contemplated we
quote from tho constitution of the
State

Article ix Section 13 Every
executive or ministeripl officer of
the count shall make leturn quar-
terly
