Baron Kolisch, of Vienns, a re-
tired ¢hess master and mn-nf the
few millionaires who aver attained
a sufficient degree of culture to be-
come activelyinterested in thegame
died on the 30th ult. The late M.
Ignace Iolisch was born at Pres.
burg, Hungary, in IS57. His early
chess strength was gained, not
from books, but from playing with
the experts of Hmjg'nr\ and
Austria. Atthe age of twenty
three s won seve IJl games from
Harrwitz in Paris. Shortly after
he defeated Anderssen i in a match
by 4 te . At Bristol, in 1561, Le
engaged in a match of nine gAIeS
up with Lounis Paulsen. The-score
at one time stood Paulsen 6.
Kolisch 1. The laiter plmnl
thereafter with such tenacity that
the mateh was abandoned after

Paulsen 7, Koliseh 6, drawn 18
I'n 1567 Kolisch took first prize in
the Paris International ongress.
He endeavored to arrange a mnuh
with Paul Morphy, but Morph
had then abandoned I the game,

left the chess arena twe oty years
ago, having become u lrm-[u'-’
financier. He did not cease, lum_
ever, to be a generous contributor
to tonrnament funds.
