Eugene V. Debs
who ordered the great railway strike
made one more ineffectual nttompl
looking to a .settlement to-da- He
1rew up a formal proposition to the

.mineral managers agreeing to hare the
men return to work at onec provided
"they le reinstated in their former po-

sitions without prejudice. He made
an exception in the ease of any man
who has been convicted of a crime, but
olTcivd to have all others go back

He said that the proposi-
tion, was inspired by a desire to sub-

serve the public good, as the strike,
Mnall and unimportant in its incep-
tion, has extended until "it now in-

volves or threatens not only every pub-

lic interest but the security and pros
scrity of our common country."

This proposition was signed by Debs,
Howard and Keliher. the principal oili-ccr- s

of the American Kailway union.
It was taken for them by Mayor Hop-Jvin- s

to the General M'uir.gers' associa-
tion. The association was not in ses-
sion, but after the individual members
had been consulted, it was returned to
Mayor Hopkins without answer, and

"with the information that ik commu-
nication whatever from Debs. Howard
and IColiher could be received or consid-
ered by the managers' association.

This action of the strike leaders was
taken, they claim, not because of im-

pending defeat, but in order that they
should le in harmony with the sugges-
tion President Cleveland made in an-
nouncing that he would appoint a
commission on arbitration.

The refusal of the general managers
to even consider the proposition which
vrould necessitate the dismissal of all
rami engaged to fill the strikers' places
mid would place them again in the
Slower of the organization which had
"paralyzed their lines for days, was a
decided set-bae- k to the union.

Following it came the result of the
two days' deliberations of the confer-
ence of labor leaders called by Samuel
Gompers. of the American Federation
of Labor. The leaders of all the big
organizations, outside of the American
Itailway union and the Knights of La-

bor, decided not to involve the men
"they represent in any loeal or general
strike. They expressed sympathy

--with the Pullman employes, but de-

clared a strike at this time of general
business depression an act of folly.

Early in the day the action of Presi--den- t

Cleveland had been hailed by the
labor men as a victory for organized
vorkingmen, as they claim to have
obtained, for the first time, a recogni-
tion of the principle of arbitration by
the president of the United States.

"The great strike had been ordered for
the reason that the Pullman company
refused arbitration with its employes,
mid now the national government,
which had been bitterly denounced for
trending federal troops to the aid of
railroad corporations, had officially de-

clared forarbitration. The strike lead-
ers then looked for a settlement.

The failure of their mode of settle--iiic- nt

leaves them only unconditional
surrender or a fight to the bitter end.
They choose the latter and claim the
strike is on as strong as ever in spite
of what the railway managers say.
"They claim to he able to make it still
more elleotive here and declare that

's aetion of the managers will
jiolidify their men who are out and

out many who have been unde-
cided.

A change in the methods of the fed-
eral troops on duty at the subtreasury
indicates apprehension among those in
iiuthority.

to the building.

The railways operated their princi-
pal passenger ,rains to-da- y as they
have been doing for several days past,
and moved some freight. No change
was made in the national and statu
troops guarding the lines, but United
States Marshal Arnold lx'gan reducing
Tiis force of deputies.

Judge Crossoup gave the federal
jjrand jury additional instructions to-

day, advising them that in case evi-
dence was presented showing that the
mails were delayed and interstate com-
merce interfered with, as a result of an
agreement by railway officials or oth-
ers in order to create public sympathy,
it constituted n conspiracy, and no
matter how high in position the indi-vidual- s

may be they are not e.empt
irom indictment and trial. Tliii
charge is supposed to lie the re-

volt of statements made by strike
Icjders. which have been published,
accusing the General Managers" aMi- -

ciation of entering into a conspiracy
iind refusing to remove trains without
i'ullmans. So far as can be learned,

evidence which the attorneys of
the American Itailway union claim to
"have has not yet been presented to the
jjrand jury.

The shrinkage of business and
the depression of values ha c been unexpect-
edly small, the failures lclatiiely few- - and un-
important, and there arc ccn signs in indus-
tries of actual progress toward recovery from
previous troubles. It is a good foundation for
hope that firm and wise action by tho go em-
inent has been upheld by tho loyal people; that
order has been generally restored ami the
blockade of transportation has nearly ceased,
and tho wage-earne- line, in the main, re-
fused to arrest industries at the dictation of
leaders.

Speculation in products has been tame, with
great uncertainty as to deliicry of shipments.
Wheat Is slightly lower in profound disregard
of the go eminent returns reporting a j icld of
less than I00,tW OH) bushels, and as the olllci il
estimate of jicld in 1KB was more than

bushels short of actual cvports and con-
sumption it Is readily assumed that another
discrepancy as large may spring from simi-
lar causes. Keceipts and exports in the pres-
ent disturbed condilioa of business aro
not significant. Corn has advanced a little,
though accounts indicate a large yield. Col-to- n

has declined an eighth, with more favora-
ble information as to conditions, and thc oar's
records have so discredited official and other
estimate? that little attention is now piid
them.

FIRED TO KILLL.

Itattery I tlets a Chnnce to Aenge tho
Heath or Their Murdered Comrades.

Sacraiiknto, Cal., July 11. The kill-
ing of four members of llattcry fi, Fifth
artillery, in the train wreck at the
trestle two miles from Sacramento on
Wednesday last was in a measure
avenged by the regulars belonging to
the same company yesterday, two men,
both, however, claiming not to
be strikers, being shot, one of whom
lies mortally wounded and cannot long
survive.

Shortly before 11 o'clock Division
Superintendent 'Wright ordered a
switching engine and Hat ear to clear
the track along 1'ront stieet contigu-
ous to the headquarters of the strik-
ers. Fearing that an attempt would
be made to shoot the engineer and
fireman, Capt. Roberts and Lieut.
Skerrtt. of I'.attery h, with a number
of men went along in the 11a t car.

When the train readied the freight
sheds of the railroad company nea- - 1

street a crowd gathered there was or-

dered to disperse by Capt. Roberts.
The men jeered at the soldiers and
Roberts ordered his men to ehanje
them with bayonets.

.lust then several shots were fired,
but whether from the crowd or from
the roof of the freight sheds, occupied
by a number of men, it is not posi-
tively shown. Uut this was just the
moment, the regulars had been wait-
ing for and they returned the fire with
zest. As the reports of their rilles
rang out the crowd fell back and tw o
men dropped to the ground.

As soon as the firing was heard the
first United States marine corps, un-

der Capt. llcrryman, started on u
double-quic- k for the scene of the shoot-
ing and charged the crowd with fixed
bayonets, causing them to quickly dis-
perse.

The victims of the shooting were at
once taken to the hospital, where they
gave the names of .lohn Stewart
and Prank Ilucklcy. Stewart, who
was, until recently, a sailor on the U.
S. S. Alliance, was shot in the back, the
bullet tearing through the abdomen,
inllicting a fatal wound, liuckley,
who isan anarchist, was shot through
the right arm and shoulder and will
probably recover.

NEARLY WIPED OUT.

Nearly nine months have elapsed since
the bullet of an assassin deprived Chi-

To-da- y the crime was avenged and
Patrick Eugene I'rcndergast suffered
an ignouiinous death at the hands of
the hangman. The execution was de-

void of incident, for the assassin went
to his deatii like an ox going to the
shambles.

I'rcndergast partook of a hearty-breakfas-

of porterhouse steak, sliced
tomatoes and cucumbers, French fried
potatoes and hoi biscuit, washed down
with copious draughts of chocolate, of
which he seemed inordinately fond.

Up to the last moment the hope of in-
terposition from some source did not
desert him, although ho was fully
cognizant of the fact that all efforts in
both state and federal courts and in
the execntive chamber had been ex-
hausted. When it came to the end he
nerved himself for a supreme effort,
and paid the penalty of his crime with-
out a whimper and without a word,

Tnitni: Haitk, Ind., July 14. The

New York express train on the Rig
Four, west-boun- d, was wrecked at Fon-

tanel this county, at 2 o'clock this
morning, and the engineer and fireman
killed. The engineer was named
Moehrman, of Indianapolis, and the
fireman, l'leiek, was from Mattoon.
They were instantly killed and their
bodies were found under the
wreckage mangled out of sem-
blance to , human forms. The train
was running at a high speed when it
struck a misplaced switch. The engine,
baggage, postal and express cars and :;
coach were piled in a ditch. Two postal
clerks were injured, but not so severely
that they could not get about. No pas-
sengers were injured. The two Wagner
sleepers and the ladies' coach did not
leave the track, and were run back to
Carbon. It was noon or later before
the track was cleared.

All day Thursday the company met
with serious obstructions at Fontanet.
which is a large mining settlement.
The freight blockade had been lifted
here early in the day, and freight
trains made up by new switchmen and
with non-unio- n firemen were sent out
for the first time in a week.

While there is no evidence that the
miners threw the switch, and thereby
caused the wreck, yet it is generally
believed it was tlone by miners.

Fontanet is the place where 1,000
miners boarded a freight train during
the miners' strike and insisted on be-

ing carried to l'ana. III., to get the
miners there to join the strike.

Engineer Moehrman leaves a widow
and family in Indianapolis. He was a
member of the llrotherhood of En-

gineers and had been with the St. Louis
division of the Rig Four road formally
years, being accounted one of their
most reliable men.

Fleick was a single man and lived at
Mattoon, where he was soon to have
been married to a Miss Timmons. lie
was a member of the llrotherhood of
Locomotive Firemen, his lodge being
the Golden Eagle, at Sedalia, Mo.,
where his mother and sister had lived
until recently. He was running as an
extra firemen, and this was his first
trip out the run.

ihirty-eigh- t times does the Rible
make reference to tills configuration of
the features and quick expulsion of
breath which we call laughter. Some-
times it is born of the sunshine, and
sometimes the midnight. .Sometimes
it stirs the sympathies of angels, and
sometimes the cacliinnation of devils.
AH healthy people laugh. Whether it
pleases the Lord or displeases Him.
that depends upon when we laugh and
at what we laugh. My theme to-da- y

is the laughter of the Rible. namely:
Sarah's laugh, or that of skentieism:
David's laugh, or that of spiritual ex-
ultation; the fool's laugh, or that of
sinful merriment; God's laugh, or that
of infinite condemnation; Heaven's
laugh, or that of eternal triumph.

Sarah laughs in
the face of God: she does not believe
it. She is affrighted at what she has
done. She denies it. She savs: "I didn't
laugh." Then God retorted with an
emphasis that silenced all disputation:
"Hut thou didst laugh." Mv friends,
the laugh of skepticism in all ages is
only the echo of Sarah's laughter.
(Sod says He will accomplish a thing,
and men say it can not be done. A
great multitude laugh at the miracles.
They say thev are contrary to the laws
of nature. What is a law of nature?
It is God's way of doing a thing.
You ordinarily cross a river at one
ferry. you change for
one ii.i3, and you go across an-
other ferry. You made the rule. Have
you not the right to change it? You
ordinarily come in at that door of the
church. Suppose that next Sabbath
you should come in at the other door?
It is a habit you have. Have you not
a right to change your habit? A law
of nature is God's habit His way of do-

ing things. If He makes the law, has
He not a right to change it at any time
He wants to change it? Alas! for the
folly of those who laugh at (Sod when
He says: "I will do a thing," they re-

sponding: "You can't do it." God says
that the Rible is true it is all true.
Rishop Colenso laughs; Herbert Spen-
cer laughs; Stuart Mill laughs; great
German universities laugh; Harvard
laughs softly! A great many of the
learned institutions, with long rows of
professors seated on the fence be-

tween Christianity and infidelity, laugh
softly. They say: "We didn't laugh."
That was Sarah's trick. God thunders
from the heavens: "Rut thou didst
laugh." The Garden of Eden was only
a fable. There never was an ark built;
or, if it was built, it was too small to
have two of every kind. The pillar of
fire was only the northern light; the
ten plagues of Egypt only a brilliant
specimen of jugglery. The sea parted
because the wind blew violently a
great while from one direction. The
sun and moon did not put themselves
out of the way for Joshua. Jacob's
ladder was only horizontal and pictur-
esque clouds. The destroying angel
smitting the first born in Egypt
was only cholera infatum become
epidemic. The gullet of the whale,
lw positive measurement, too
small to swallow a prophet.

"the Rook of Job is a fable that ought
to come out." Away goes the Rook of
Job. "Now," says someone, "those
passages in the Now Testament which
imply the divinity of Jesus Christ
ought to come out." Away go the
Evangelists. "Now," says some one,
"the Rook of Revelation how prepos-
terous! It represents a man with the
moon under his feet and a sharp sword
in his hand." Away goes the Rook of
Revelation. Now there are a s

left. What shall we do with
them? "Oh," says some man in tiie
audience, "I don't believe a word in
the Rible, from one end to the other."
Well, it is all gone. Now you have put
out the last light for the nations. Now
it is the pitch darkness of eternal mid-
night. How do you like it?

nature. "Then was our mouth filled

with laughter." My friends, this world
will never be converted to God until
Christians less, and laugh and sing
more. The horrors are a poor bait. If
people are to be persuaded to adopt our
holy religion, it will be because they
have made up their miud it is a happy
religion. They don't like a morbid
Christianity. I know there are moral
people who enjoy a funeral. They
come early to see the friends take
leave of the corpse; and they steal a
ride to the cemetery; but all healthy
people enjoy a wedding better
than they do a burial. Now, you
take . religion of Christ a
sepulchral and hearselike, and you
make it repulsive. I say, plant the
rose of Sharon along the church walks,
and columbine to clamber over the
church wall: and have a smile on your
lip. and have the mouth filled with
holy laughter. There is no man in the
world, except the Christian, that has
'the right to feel an untrammeled glee.

The next laughter mentioned in the
Rible that I shall speak of is the fool's
laughter, or the expression of sinful
merriment. Solomon was very quick
at simile; when he makes a comparison
wc all catch it. What is laughter of a
fool like? He says: "It is the crack-
ling of thorns under a pot." The ket-

tle is swung, a bunch of brambles is
put under it, and the torch is applied
to it. and there is a great noise, and a
big blaze, and a sputter and
a quick extinguishment. Then it
is darker than it was be-

fore. Fool's laughter. The most mis-

erable thing on earth is a bad man's
fun. There they are ten men in a bar
room; they have at home wives, moth-
ers, daughters. The impure jest starts
at one corner of the bar room, and
crackle, crackle, crackle, it goes all
around. In five hundred guffaws
there is not one item of happiness.
They all feel bemeaned, if they have
any conscience left. Have noth
ing to do with or women who
tell immoral stories. I have no confi-
dence either in their Christian char
acter or their morality. So, all merri-
ment that spring up out of the defects
of others caricature of a lame foot, or
a curved spine, or a blind eye, or a deaf
ear will be met with the judgment of
God. either upon you, or upon your
children. Twenty years ago I knew a
man who was particularly skillful in
imitating the lameness of a neighbor.
Not long ago, the son of the skillful
mimic had his leg amputated for the
very defect w hich his father had mim-
icked years before. I do not say it
was a judgment of God; 1 leave
you to make your inference.

The next laughter that I shall men-
tion as being in the Rible. is the laugh
of God's condemnation: "He that sit-tet- h

in the Heavens shall laugh."
Again: "The Lord will laugh at him."
Again: "I will laugh at his calamity."
With such demonstration will God
meet every kind of great and wick-

edness. Rut men build up villanies
higher and higher. Good men
almost pity God. because He is
so schemed against by men. Sud-
denly a pin drops out of the
machinery of wickedness, or a secret
is revealed, and the foundation begins
to rock: finally, the whole thing is
demolished. What i.s the matter? I
will tell you w luit the matter is: That
crash of ruin is only the reverberation
of God's laughter. In the money mar-
ket there are a great many good men,
and a great many fraudulent men. A
fraudulent man there says: "I mean
to have my millions." lie goes to work
reckless of honesty, and he gets his
first one hundred thousand dollars.
He gets after awhile his two hundred
thousand dollars. After awhile he
gets his five hundred thousand
dollars. "Now," he says, "I have
only one more move to make, and I
shall have my million." He gathers
up all resources; he makes that one
last grand m6ve, he falls and loses all.
and he has not enough money of his

left to pay the cost of the car to
his home. People can not understand
this spasmodio revulsion. Some said
it was a sudden turn in Erie railway
stock, or in Western Union, or in Illinois
Central; some said on thing and some
another. They all guessed wrong. I
will tell you what it was: "He
that sitteth in the heavens
laughed." A man in New York '

said he would be the richest
man in the city. left his honest
work as a mechanic, and got into the
city councils some way, and in ten j

years stole S1".000,000 "from the city i

government. Fifteen million dollars!
He held the legislature of the state of
New York in the grip of his right hand.
Suspicions were aroused. The grand
jury presented indictments.

Rut His laughter may it
never fall on us! It is a condemna-
tion for our sin; it is a wasting awny.
AVe may let the satirist laugh at us.
and all our companions may laugh at
us, and we may be made the target for
the merriment of earth and hell: but
(Sod forbid that we should ever come
to the fulfillment of the prophecy
against the rejectors of the truth:
"I will laugh at your calamity." Rut,
my friends, all of us who reject
Christ and the pardon of the Gospel
must come under that tremendous bom-
bardment. God wants us all to repent.

The otiier laughter mentioned in the
Rible, the only one I shall speak of, is
Heaven s laughter, or the expression of
eternal triumph. Christ said to His
disciples: "Rlessed are ye that weep
now, for ye shall laugh." That makes
me know positively that we are not to
spend our days in Heaven singing long-met- er

psalms. The formalistic and
stiff notions of Heaven that some
people have would make me
miserable. 1 am glad to know that
the Heaven of the Rible is not only

place of holy worship, but of mag-
nificent sociality. "AVhat." say you,
"will the ringing laugh go around the
circles tjf the saved?" I say. yes; pure
laughter, cheering laughter, holy
laughter. It will be a laugh of con-
gratulation. AA'hen we meet a friend
who has suddenly come to a fortune,
or who has got over some dire sickness,
do you not shake hands, do we not
shake hands, do we not laugh with
him? And when we get to Heaven
and see our frifnds there, some
of them having come up out of
great tribulation. why we will
say to one of them: "The last
time I saw you you had been suffering
for six weeks under a low intermittent
fever;" or, to another we will say:
"You for ten years were limping with
the rheumatism, and you were full of
complaints when we saw you last, I
congratulate you on this eternal recov-
ery." AVe shall laugh. Yes; we shall
congratulate all those who have come
out of great financial embarrassments
in this world, because they have lie-co-

millionaires in Heaven. Ye shall
laugh. It shall be a laugh of reassoei-tio-n.

It is just as natural for us to
laugh when we meet a friend we
have not seen for ten years as
anything is possible to be natural.
AA'hen we meet our friends from whom
we have been parted ten, or twenty,
or thirty years, it will not be with in-

finite congratulation? Our perception
quickened, our knowledge improved,
we will know each other at a Hash. AA'e

will have to talk over all that has hap-
pened since we have been separated,
the one that has been ten years in
Heaven telling us all that has hap-
pened in the ten years of his heavenly
residence, and we telling him in return
all that has happened during the ten
years of his absence from earth.
Ye shall laugh. I think George AA'hite-fie- ld

and John AVesley will have a
laugh of contempt for their earthly
collisions: and Toplady and Charles
AVesley will have a laugh of contempt
for their earthly misunderstandings;
and the two farmers who were in a law
suit all their days will have a laugh of
contempt over their earthly disturb-
ance about a line fence. Exemption
from all annoyance. Immersion in all
gladness. Ye shall laugh. Christ says
so. Ye shall laugh. Yes. it will be a
laugh of triumph. Oh! what a pleas-
ant thing it will be to stand
on the wall of Heaven and look
down at Satan, and hurl at him
defiance, and see him caged and
chained, and we forever free from his
clutches. Alia! Yes, it will be a laugh
of royal greeting, A'ou know how the
Frenchmen cheered when Xapoleon
came back from I.lba: you know how
the English cheered when Wellington
came back from Waterloo; you know
how Americans cheered when Kossuth
arrived from Hungary; you remember
how Home cheered when Pompey came
back victor over nine hundred cities.
Every cheer was a laugh. Uut. oht
the mightier greeting, the glad-
der greeting, when the snow-whit- e

cavalry troop of Heaven shall
go through the streets, and, according
to the liook of Revelation, Christ, in
the red coat, the crimson coat, on a
white horse, and all the armies of
Heaven following on white horses.
Oh! when we see and hear that caval-
cade, we shall cheer, we shall laugh.
Does not your heart beat quickly at the
thought of the great jubilee upon whieli
we are soon to enter? I pray f!od that
when we get through with this world
andaregoingoutof it.we may have some
such vision as the dying Christian had
When he saw written all over the clouds
in the sky the letter "W;" and they
asked him. standing by his side, what
he thought that letter "W meant.
"OhT he said, "that stands for wel-
come.'' ind somay it be when we quit
this world. l'"' on the gate. "W" on
the door of the mansion. on the
throne. Welcome! Welcome! Welcome!
I have preached this sermon with five
prayerful wishes: That you might see
what a mean thing is the laugh of
skepticism, what bright thing is the
laugh of spiritual exultation: what a
hollow thing is the laugh of sinful
merriment, what an awfnl thing is the
laugh of condemnation; whata radiant,
rubicund thing is the laugh of eternal
triumph.

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HOW SLATE IS MINED.

Womlerful Skill of Tltoio Who Cot It Up
for Various Turpoie-- .

The manner in which slate is mined
and cut up for purposes to which it is
applied is a process that is known to
only a few people because slate is not
found in many places in this country,
its principal sources being in upper
Xew England and eastern Pennsyl-
vania. It i.s not taken out of shaft.--,

but it is quarried out of big holes in the
earth. Some time ago when the
writer was at Uangor. Pa., he was ed

to go down into one of the--e
quarries, about two hundred feet deep,
and over-han- d on a rone, but he de-

clined the invitation, as I think most
inexperienced persons would do. The
slate is blasted out in huge blocks and
is hoisted out by steam and turned
over to the men who know how to re-

duce it to the proper size. Huge bloeks
of it are taken in hand by these work-
men, who cut a notch into one end of
each piece. Then they take a chisel
and a mallet, and they are so skillful
in directing their blows that they can
split the bloeks of slate in almost any-
way they please. If you watcii the
slab on which one of them is working
you will see a little hair line running
through it. and presently the block
will tall apart on either siile or tins
mark. The workman will make this
line go straight through the middle or
to either corner just as he likes. I Ao
not know just how he docs it, but he
invariably accomplishes what he seta
out to do.

The smaller pieces thus produced are
taken in hand by another set of men,
who split them up into sheets of the
proper thickness for rooting slate
This they do with u long-blade- d in-

strument about the shape of a putty-knif- e,

but manj' times larger, and if
you saw them do it you would marvel
how they got the sheets off without
breaking them and also how theycould
split them so thin. Some of these men
can take a sheet of slate only one inch
thjek and split it thirty-tw- o times.
The usual number of divisions is six-
teen. The sheets are taken and cut
into squares by machinery.

Wherever there are slate quarries
you will find a great many Welshmen
or the bet slaters come from Wales.
Hoys follow the trades of their fathers,
and there are whole families and set-
tlements who know no other means of
earning a living. X. V. Advertiser.

Dalntln fur the Slit.
In providing dainties for siek people

it should be remembered that sweet
things are seldom as tempting; to the
sick as they would be if the person
were iu health. Tart sweets, such as
crab-appl-e jelly or currant jelly, are
generally acceptable, but strawberry
preserve or jelly will sickeu. They
belong to the cloying sweets. As a
general thing salty things taste best to
the convalescent: a weak bouillon,
rather salt, or a bit of nice, sweet ham.
with some butter toast tasting of the
salty butter, a soft-boile- d cX' well
salted, a slice of bacon, with dry toast

all these will be eaten by a siek per-
son who would not want to touch them
if well. One prime requisite in cater-
ing to sick people is to be neat about
it, and serve things daintily. Medical
Xews.
