reau, Missouri Section, for Week

Ending Last Monday.

The mean temperature of the week
just closed differed but little from the
normal; the nights have been cool but
the days were quite warm and there
was a high percentage of sunshine.
Light showers fell in portions of the
central and northern sections on the
5th, but over the southern half of the
state no measurable amount of precip.
itation occurred during the week.

Early corn is generally maturing
rapidly, and cutting is in progress as
far north as the Missouri river. The
cool Eights have been rather unfavor-
able for late corn, but it continues to
make good progress, except in por-
tions of the southern sections, where
it is suffering seriously from drouth,
some localities in those sections hav-
ing received no rain forseveral weeks.
A few correspondents in the extreme
southern-countie- s state that late corn
will make little more than fodder. Iu
a number of the northwestern coun-
ties considerable corn on bottom lands
has been destroyed or greatly damaged
by recent floods. For the state as a
whole, however, corn promises very
nearly an average crop, if frost does
not occur before the middle of "Octo-
ber.
