The postmaster general has issued
an order amending the postal laws
and regulations so that the paragraph
in regard to hox rents now reads:
“Box rents must be collected at the
beginning of each quarter for the en-
_tire quarter and no longer.
before the last day of each quarter
postmasters are required to place a
bill hearing the date of the last day of
the quarter in each rented box. If a
box-holder fails to renew his right to
his box on or before the last day of
the quarter the box sball then be
closed and offered for rent and the
mail placed in the general deliyery.”
