Del’iclept Grain Yields
The wheat crop of the United

States is 110 million bushelg
short of last year, the oatg
crop is 223 million bushels short,
and the corn produection is likely
to show a deficieney of nearly 500
million bushels, according to the
October government report, made
public at Washington this week.
The deficiencies are not as great as
have been claimed by the more
pessimestic of the erop estimators,
but they are sufficiently large to
make it certain that high prices for
all grain will be maintained
throughout this year.

. The deficiency in the three erops
as compared with last year is about
810 million bushels, But last
year's yields were the largest, in
the aggregate, on record. Compar-
ed with the average of the past five
years the shortage is 22 million
bushels of wheat, 125 million bush-
of corn, and 175 million bushels of
oats.
