project, for obligatory arbitration re-

ferred to during the course of the de
bates as the permanent international

' high court" of justice, the court of ar
bltral justice, obligatory arbitration
and universal arbitration, is regarded
as a great victory, especially for the
United States. The first proposition
on this subject was presented to the
conference on July 8 by the American
delegation, and Joseph H. Choate, the
first American - representative has
worked unceasingly and determinedly
for its acceptance.
