most extravagant legislation in
American history, In 1912 he
pledged himself to ‘‘preserve the
sacred rights of American citizens
at home and abroad’’ but in August,
1913, he urged Americans to
“leave Mexico immediately,’’ not-
withstanding they were there by
rights protected by treaties as
sacred as it is possible for nations
to make. In 1912 Mr, Wilson
loudly proclaimed his support of
the spirt of the ciyil service law
but in 1913 he disregarded that
law in the face of protests from
organized friends of the merit
system in government service. It
will be wise for the equal suffra-
gists not to count Mr. Wilson's
vote until after it is cast.
