And Laclede has the honor of
being the birthplace and old home
of the man who is to have charge
of the first American troops to go
to the front in Europe. [t was with
a source of pride that the people of
Laclede, Linn county and Missouri
in general, 1ead in their daily
papers last Sunday that President
Wilson had selected Maj.

John J. Pershing to lead America's
first battle unit against the Ger-
mans.
