The experience of the Welhonse
Bros. of Kansas being notably
among the most extensive growers
of apples on a large scale in the en-
tire United States, having planted
litterally thouszands of acres and
which failed to beeome profitable,
and the immense investment a
failure and the splended acres tutn-
ed to other use.

We take the

making an injudicions selection of
vareties in the orginal planting.

Great care should be exercised in
the law of selectiou, & constant
eare of only planting varieties that
are fertile, as some varieties there
are sterile or only slightly pistiliate.
'This law is better understood, as it
applies to strawberries,

Now one of the best apd has
hitherto one of our very Lest and
most profitable apples is a very in-
ferior self polepizer, and in ad-
dition freezes easily, in fact is
short lived in this immediate lati-
tude, and wherein is also the very
best apple aeria of the entire
Umted States, but in spite of its
longevity, tenderness and sterile
habit has been one of our most
prolific and valuable market sorts.

Our own humble conelusion is to
plant largely of well tested hardy
varieties, keeping in mind liability
to withstand our severe winters
and in so far as can be secured
guality size and style. Also in-
sect resisture with as complete self
pollenization as is possible to at-
tain and to not plant large blocks
of Ben Davis or other trees of a
sterile habit and which if persisted
in is bound to spell failure to the
growers.
