It is gratifying to note the
tendency of Liun county farmers
to improve the grade of stock on
their farms. It is no uncommon
thing hereabouts to find registered
stnff or stuff eligible to register
listed in farm sales, There are now
dozens of breeders of purebred
stock in this vieinity where up to
the last few vears there were none.

‘There is no possible reason why
farmers and stockmen shounld
waste their time and tie up and
jropardize their capital in the
purchase and feeding or breeding
of inferior stock. The supremacy
of the better bred animals is practie-
ally infallible, They, other con-
ditions being equal, will yield
dependable profit which are as
certain as the coming of day after
a night of gloom. It does unot
take much capital for any farmer,
be he the owner of few head of
stoclkk or possessor of extensive
flocks and herds, to begin improve-
ment work to better his live stock
resources. All that is necessary is
that he purchase and use pure-
bred sires in the grading up and
betterment of progeny.

In tskiog this attitade the people
do not oppose labor unions ss
such; they oppose only a leader-
ship with revolotionary aims and
contempt of contraets.

Speakers Who Are Devoting
Energles to Red Cross In
Reoll Call Behalf.

With the Inception of the Third
Red Cross Roll Call, Sunday, Novem-
ber 2, the opening day was observed
as “Red Cross Sunday” in thousands
of churches throughout Missouri, Kan-
fas, Texas, Arkansas and Oklahoma,
and a vast force of men and women
workers began the task of garnering
Red Cross memberships for the coming
year,

Clergymen, in pulpits of all denomi- J
nations, referred to the humanitarian
attributes of the Red Cross in sermons |
prepared egpecially  for the occasion |
and Red Cross tributes, In some ln“
slances, augmented the usual morning
and evening devotional services,

Preliminary reports reaching cam-
paign managers in each state indicate
an increasing volume of Interest in the
drive that augurs well for its success-
ful conclusion. The quota for the
Southwestern Division is set at 2,000,
000 members, while the nation-wide
campaign has for Its objective the
attainment -of 20,000,000 members.
Officials I charge of the drive expect
the Southwestern Division to exceed
its quota by 500,000, and state otas
have been asslgned on this basls. The
quotas follow: Missourl, 700,000;
Kansas, 400,000; Texas, 800,000; Ar
sunsar 200.000; Ok'<homa, 400,008

The opening of the drive found the
Red Cross otrganization, which slowly
ha been mobilizing for months, ready
for the job in hand. In a manner that
recalls vividly the war-lime enthusiasm
of a year ago uniformed women work-
ers magically have appeared in each
city, town and county, to sollelt mem-
berships. A house-to%ouse canvass
is now being carried on.

Women Workers Re-enlisting.

Groups of women whose services
were rendered so generously during
the war have reenlisted. Canteen
workers, nurses and nurses’ alds,
motor transport corps workers, surgl-
cal dressing workers, knitters and
gament workers, all are nsked to
extend their efforts again to the ut-
most to help establish the Rer Croas
firmly upon a peace basla.

Thousands of clubs and fraternal
organizations will observe a “Red
Croas" day during Roll Call week by
special luncheons, dinners and meet-
ings, at which speakers will tell the
story of the Red Cross and its future.
In many cases motion pictures illus-
trative of Its work will be shown.

Former Fighters Help.

Returned soldiers, sailors and ms
rines have enlisted In large numbers
to agslst In the campalgn, grateful for
the manifold comforts and services
provided for them b7 the Red Cross.
As members of the American Le
glon and as individuals, thousands
of returned “Yanks" and “gobs" will
become voluntesr canvassers for Red
Cross memberships during Roll Call,
up to its close, on Armistice Day,
November 11. In some places veterans
of the world war are directing the
campaign. All such workers will be
in tniform. ;

Permission has been granted to all
pregent and former Red Cross work-
ers .0 wear tl.eir regulation Red Cross
uniforms while ‘engaged In campaign
work. This permlssion applies to =l
nurses, forelgn service workers, fleld
service directcrs, canteen, motor
corps and chapter workers.

One of the most remarkable mobili:
zations of speaking talent that has
ever volunteered for an effort of this
kind will go Into action for the dura
tion of the drive. Forme<r American
ambassadors, high Army officers,
Cabinet officials, s fiying squadron of
Red Cross overseas nurses and other
woarkers, State Governors, members of
Congress, clergymen, editors, business
men, returned fighters and even labor
ers, will speak in behalf of the Red
Cross during Roll rall week.
