tions locally and in their relations to the
other States. tiio start there were
objections to ench of these courses, and the
President combined them, holding a military
force over them nt the Mine lime thai he al

lowed them to reinstnto liieir civil powers,
mm begin sgiiiu tlie exercise ol their loyal
junctions.

This latter privilege, however, was only
nn experiment, and the speaker assured his
hearers that President Johnson so regarded
it. Only ten days ago, in a full and free
interview with him, the President said he
regarded the local government set up in the
rebellious Stales as temporary experiment!",
simply to give the people on opportunity to
show whether they will develop tho right
spirit and policy necessary lor a full res-

toration to their proper position in the
Government. While regarding them as
experiments, he intends that the military
power of the Government shall hold them
in check, so thai if they bo found straying
hock into nbidlious ways the military will
lo thero to prevent them from again making
llio trouble they nave heretofore caused.

The President, in this conversation, re-

ferred to tho course that had just been pur-
sued in reference to the Richmond election
where the citizens manifested their rebel-
lious spirit by electing to office the very
man who had recently been in arms agninst
tho Government. It was with his sanction
that the military authorities had set aside
that election and ho gave this as an example
of what might bo expected in cases of a
similar kind.

A New Cocks Stock Company.
Tho Now Albany Ledger of Wednesday

A stock company is being formed in this
city for the purpose of establishing docks.
The docks are to be located at the Collins
Farm, some two miles below the city, and
the property will embrace three ocres of
ground end the top of the river bank and
ouj Icet of the bank down to the water.

The docks are to comprise seven sections,
each ninety-thre- e feet long, forty-tw- feet
wide, and five feet depth, with steam
machinery and pumping rigging complete
and when finished will probably be superior
to any marine docks on the Ohio river.
Thero is sufficient depth ol water at the
very lowest stage of the river, for the
largest boats; timber is abundant and con-

venient, and extensive mills will be erected
to cut it up.

It is often said that woman is weak, and
that she needs the strong arm of man to

her from the storms and adversities
of life, which is true; but when duty once
calls her to will many times bear
moro and suffer more without repining
than those of the other sex.

This unnatural war has furnished us with
very many instances where women

have endured privations and hardships for
their and friends which, before, we
would have thought it impossible for them
to live through. And I will give one

Mr. Benton's greatest desire from the
beginning of tlie war wis to serve his
country. But knowing the unprotected
ooiidition of his family, ho forcboro to men
tion it, His wages as a clerk was all his
dependence for support. To entor the army
as a private his wages would scarcely pro
vide fuel at city rates, let alone other
expenses.

Mrs. Benton was not Ignorant of her
husband's desires, although he had never
said to her that he wished to go; she knew
his great love for her, and that the want ol

means to leave for her support was all that
kept him home.

Mrs. Benton loved her oountry and her
husband, nnd she determined no longer to

fever and sent to the hospital at Fort Smith,
flo wrote immediately to his wife to coma

to him. S!ie received his letter on Monday
and by the assistance of friends she got

conveyance, In an ambulance, with a surgeon
and his wife, who wcro going wilh
next train to Fort Smith, and on llio follow

ing Thursday started on her journey. Sh
wrote immediately telling linn when she
would start, and cheering him up to awuil
her coming.

The train moved slowly on without
trouble, until it arrived at Cubbin Creek,
where it was attacked by the rebels, and a
regular stampeda ensued. Many escaped,
soino were killed, and others taken pris-

oners. Among those taken prisoners was
Mrs. Benton. Sho was attempting to hide
in some bushes when discovered. She was
ordered to mount a horse and go with them.
Sho told them her business South, and
begged them to let her go; but all her
appeals were in vain. She was made to

keep up with them, often travelling all

night, only stopping now and then for
something to eat, and to let their horses
graze.

"Many times," said Mrs. Benton, "as I
sank upon the ground to rest, have I pray-
ed that I might never rise again; but my

prayer was not answered, I was spared for
greater suffering."

After a long wearisome march they ar-

rived at Tyler, Texas. The prisoners who
survived the trip were placed in close
confinement, most of whom have since died.
Mrs. Benton was confined in a room where
a close watch was kept over her for several
days, giving her no chance to escape.

One day, about six weeks after her
arrival in Tyler, a rebel lady called to see
her, to whom she related liar troubles, and
who proved a valuable frioud. She pitied

Mrs. Benton's helpless condition, and pre
vailed on tho officers in command to let her
go out riding every day, taking her in

her own carriage. Mrs. Benton's health
improved ropi lly, and she began to think of

some way of escape. She had not heard
from her husband since she left home, and

she knew not whether he was living or

dead.
One day, when out riding with her rebel

friend, she asked her if sho would not drive
up to head quarters, as sho wished to speak
to Ilia commander of the post. The lady

did so. Mrs. Benton again asked to be
released, telling him of her husband's sick
ness, and with tears implored him to let her
go. Her pleadings were in vain, All she

again. JJut thank a kind l'rovidence who
ever rules our destinies, her stay there was
hort.

Her rebel friend, who had hoard her
request and refusal, told- - her she would

ssist her all in her power to escape. She
old Mrs. Benton there was a rebel soldier
oarding with her, who was on duty that
ay.

the capture and her husband's sickness, he
would let her pass quietly out. Her plans
were successful, and about midnight Mrs
Benton left her prison and wended her woy

to her friend's house. She founder bene.

faolress ready to receive her. They spent
the rest of the night in fitting out a complete
suit of homespun for Mrs. Benton, and
about four in the morning bIio star'ed on

foot for Fort Smith.
Who would have thought this delicate fe

male, who almost shrank from nny exposure
at home, could even think of starting on

uch a perilous journey afoot and nlone ?

But she, like many others, had never before
been tried to know what she could endure;
but when the trial came, all her dormant
powers were aroused; and what at other
times seemed mountains, were now mere
molehills.

It would bo impossible here to recount
all her sufferings. She avoided as much
as possible the villages and public high
ways. When questioned as to her business
she said she was going to Fort Smith to
see her husband, who was a rebel in the
hands of the Federals. At one place where
she stopped for the night, the man sent his
boy to take her to the next town, a distance
of twenty milos. The rest of the woy she
walked. Sometimes the cold, damp earth
was her bed, at other times she slept in
barns, or vacant houses.

After a wearisome march until the first
of October she reached our Union lines.
Her story was soon told, and everything in
their power was done for her comfort.

"I was so overcome," said she, "when I
saw the picket, and was halted by him, that
I could not tor sometime speak, and sank
to the ground. The soldier came to me and
raised me upon my feet. I threw my arms
around his neck and wept tears of joy.
