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HOW LOUIS

In tha beginning of 18561 France was
still o republie, with Prince Charles Louis
Napolean Bonaparte for its President; but
the constitution of 1848 had struck no root,
A conviction was geining ground that a
monnrchical form of government was the
only une really adapted to the nation; and
of this conviction the Prinoe President was
secretly preparing to take advantage. IHe
first formed a plan to change the constilu-
tion of the government, with the assent of
some of the leading generals and statesmen
of the country; but his ability had not st
that time been recognized by them, and he
was disoppointed. Thrown back upon his
own respurces, therefore, he began lo muke
confidonts ond sectire the assistonce of men
of a different class.

He commenced with Count de Morny, o
well known speculator, and o resolute
major nomed Fleury, The latter was o
doring soldier, n man who hal rquandered
his fortune, and then, when every one con
sidered him ruined, made his own way in
the army. He was just the man to gond
the President through his design—a person
without scruple as without fesr. The
leading generals had refused to sel witheut
an order from the Minister of Wor: It
was necessary therefore, to find o Minister
of Wor who would be ready to place tlie
land forces at the disposal of the plotters,
Fleury undertook this task, ond found the
man he sought in Algiers, in the person of
Achille St, Arooud, On the 27th of Octo-
ber 8t. Arnoud was made Minister of War.
A man nemed Maupas, slsoa crealure of
tlie conspirators, wos made Prefect of
Police; aud General Maguan, sn officer
who was not above receiving a bride, was
made commander of all the military foroes
in Paris and the vicinity., Then they ob-
tuined the conourrence of St. Georges, the
director of the state printing office; ond at
last all was ready.

On the Monday night between the flrst
and second of Docember, the President
held bis reception as usual. It closed at
the ordinary hour, and by eleven o'clock
only the chiel conspirators remained, and
the business of the night commenced.
Prociamations were sent to the state print-
ing-office, there to be printed and made
ready to be everywhere posted in the early
morning, declaring Paris in a state of siege,
the National Assembly dissolved, sud pro-
nouncing for universul suffrege. Those
members of the government not in the plot
hod letters of dismissal prepared for them,
and ot six v'elock on the morning of Decem-
Ler 24, the foremost generals of France,
and the leading statesmen to the number of
sevenly-eight, were seized ond thrown into
prisons.

During the day matters made quiet
progress. By night two hundred and thirty-
two of the deputies to the Assembly were
imprisoned, A few members who lind
escaped seizure, Victor Hugo among them,
formed themselves into & Committee of
Resistance snd undertook o str up the
people.

On the 41h of December Paris afforded a
curious speclacle. Barricades had been
thrown up in the streets in the centre of
the city, and belind them were a few reso-
lute men, slightly armed. Fronting those
barrieades, ut some distance, were more
than twenty regiments of trained soldiers,
and all the way Uetween the ridewanlks
were lined with lookers-on. Men, women
und children looked also in throngs from
windows and baleonies, All ot once, umong
this unarmed populace, the traops began 1o
pour flerce volleys of ball cartridge in ell
directions, sweeping down the crowds of
peaceful spectators es a reaper mows a field
of grain,  The slaughter was prodigious.
Few could eseape who were in tho neigh.
borhood. The city was struck dumb with
terror, und says Kinglake, the historion of
the Crimenn War—*Before the night of the
Hh of December closed in Louis Napoleon
was sheltered lrom® ridicule by the ghastly
heaps on the Boulevards.”

Ortliis terrible and indiseriminate slaught-
er difforent explonalions are given, Some
say (hat the soldiers were seized with o
sort of panie terrar, and really believed that
the woss of people in the houses and alung
the sidewalks were enemies in disguise,
and fired at them without due suthority.
Others Lelieve that this wholesale massacre
was o deliberate slep towsrds the supreme
power. At any rate it is well known thet
voldiers ond officers were promoted for it,
and that after its geourrence Louis Napo.
leon proceeded with his plans  with very
little opposition.

He caused himself to be elected presi-
dent for ten years. He nssumed an  abso-
lute suthority, and, in November, 1852—
less than o yenr after the massacre in (he
streets of Parin~he called on the peaple to
vote upon a ‘‘plebiscite’” reviving (he
imperial dignity in his person. OF course
the vote counted largely in his favor, and
he was declared Emperor under the title of
Napoleon 111, He is to-dsy the most pow-
erful man in the world, and, though tie
steps by which he gained his throne were
such as we have deseribed, he bas not Lieen
o bad ruler for the French peaple, and has
sioceeded in making himsell onl them
respecled among oll nations of the world,
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Ttis said that a porty of scientifie gen.
tlemen who have explored the gold mining
region in Virginia represent the interior of
the Nate o be very rieh o pgold, silver,
iron, end other metyls in on 'nuln\'(h-]-c!]
