T. That the members of Roman
Catholic societies whoss constitutions,

s and obllgatlona compel them
to swear a paramount allegiance to
the pope aa a sovereign prince and
potentate, have forfeited their right
and title to citizenship; and that any
avo red purpose on the part of such
associations to place the pope In con-
trol by attempting to change our con-
stitutions and laws and make them
conform to papal canon law and de-
crees, ia conspiracy against the liber-
ties of the cltlrcns of the republic

1 will agree to arrange for a public
auditorium Id which dlecusaions on
these propositions may take place; and
further arree that any prelate, priest
or authorized representative of the
hierarchy shall be treated with Chris-
tian American courtesy and will re-
quest similar trestment for myself.

8. report on tbe friar regime In the
Islands, Senate Document No. 190 was
so dark and damnable that It Is now
"out ot print," wagon loads of the
pamphlet having been destroyed by
tboao most Interested In biding the
dirt). Rlial'e books were prohibited
In the islands, the possession of them
was punishable by Imprisonment or
deportation, Rlxal was banished and
his family ruined. But bla books did
their work and a petition was pre-
sented to the archbishop for the abo-
lition of the friar orders, with the re-
sult that the government deported all
the signers of the petition It could
lay hands on. At lenstb, on a tramped
up charge, church and state got hold
of Rlxal and had eight bulleta fired
into bis back, the church dignitaries
of Manila appearing In full regalia.
Only, sixteen years ago, Americans!
But never a word from Rome to save
the lite of thla patriot who was merely
pointing .out the leprosy which was
destroying the people. Never a word
from America except In sending Taft
to the pope to arrange for tha payment
of nine million dollars to the lech-
erous friars for property filched from
the people whom they outraged. Never
a word from America now except to
print as a publlo document an Inter-
view with Cardinal Gibbons In oppo-
sition to the granting of Independence
for the Filipinos. But Rlial'e work
ia not forgotten.

. FREE SPEECH UPHELD.

Paterson. N. April B. Justtr
James F. Mlnturn. of the supreme
court of New Jersey today freed Wil-
liam D. Haywood and Adolph Leastg.
leaders ot th great Pateraoo allk
strike, from a charge ot "unlawful as
sembly."

The court decision established tbe
right of free speech and peaceful as-
sembly on tbe part ot tbe strikers. It
waa hv annlauaa In the crowd
ed courtroom, and by prolonged cheer
ing from tne tnousenaa oi atnaers
scattered about th streets near tbe
court bouse.

In rendering bla decision, Justlo
Mlnturn said In part:

"While it 1 of vital Importance tn a
Itv constituted aa thla I, of a

large working class population. Includ
ing people ot an nauonauuea, ior au
ot ua to aeeithat law and order be
maintained. It 1 of equal Importaac
for ns to Inculcate tbe idea that when
these people oome to this land to find
the betterment ot their condition de-

nied tbem in their native countries,
they ahall be treated with considera-
tion and taught to respect our laws
by their Just and Impartial administra-
tion.

Ths right of free speech under
proper restriction la one ot tbe In-

alienable rights of the people. It I
guaranteed under all our conatltutlona,
federal and state,"
