laundou, July 11. A young Woman
who recently left the Roman Catholic
Church was made the victim of a re-
markable demonstration f bontillty by
her former o religionists at OniaKh.
county Tyrone, on tho occasion of her
wedding this week.

She was followed to tbe Protestant
Chun-- by a howling. Jeering and
swearing crowd of women, one of
whom pursued her Into the church and
made a determined attempt to attack
her. Tbe sexton cauio to her assistance
and put ber assailant out.

The ceremony then proceeded to an
accompaniment outside the building of
Jeers and curres and threats. The
crowd grew to considerable propor-
tions, and its temper was so threaten-
ing thnt It was thought necessary for
the newly married pair to leave by a
back entrance.

Tbls they did, accompanied by a
clerryman, and succeeded in reaching
the railway station unobserved.

The crowd still waited at the church
uttering threats about what they
should do w hen the bride appeared,
and only when the sexton locked up
the church did they realize that they
had been outwitted.

Tbe couple were expected to return
by the last train that night, and a
crowd waited at the railway station.
So ominous did the affair become that
It waa necessary to send a body of
policemen to the station, and these,
with a number of friends of the bride
and brldecroom, escorted the latter to
a hotel, where another hostile demon-
stration was indulged In, during which
one of the hotel windows was broken.

Sifh waa the situation when
Jka?V Kennedy rented a vacant lot
near the corner ef vVillowbank
Place and Main Street West, in
IJohe, N. V, and began to
preach the gosptL A tent was
reared and the congregations
were large. Then the priet came
and cave Kvangclist Kennedv
three davs in which to ouit and
move. A committee of the pope's
own or.Iere.l the caretaker of the
tent to rnuoxr-- it forthwith, and
the caretaker told them. "If it i.
moved you'll have to do it. I ,

won't."
That night a mob invaded the

premises with the evident inten-tio- n

of removing or destroying
the tent, when they were sur
prised by a sortie of defenders
armed with tent stakes and avail
able weapons. The moh retired
and, soon after, a deputation of
pnpists waited upon Congressman
Henry G. Danforth, who owned
the propety upon which the tent
stood, and he was warned to Lave
the tent removed and the meet
ings discontinued or he would be
remembered by the pope's aul- -
jects who vote in the 39th con

a agressiouai uiMnct vtnen lie catne
up for On the next day
a committee of Americans culled
upon Mr. Dnnforth and told him
thnt if he surrendered to Home
and repudiated his contract with
Kev. Kennedy there would be ol I-

ters on the job at the next election
who would take a hand in the
game of bluffing speakers and
throttling free speech. Mr. Don-fort- h

found himself in such a di-

lemma that he could only obey tho
well-know- n rule: when in doubt
about what to do, do nothing. And
so the tent stood and the meet-
ings went on.

Unable to bluff preacher, care-
taker, landlord or congregation,
terrorist tactics were next re-
sorted to; and everything imag-
inable was done to annoy the
speaker and disturb tho meetings.
Mobs of hoodums surrounded the
tent, jelling, jeering and making
themselves generally obnoxious,
while motorcycles were brought
into action to add to the din. In
the face of all this provocation
and lawlessness Rev. Kennedy
and his friends remained strictly
within their rights as American
citizens and applied to the police
for protection: but the police of
Rochester are tinder command of
a good papist of royal connection
since he is brother of Prince Qnlg-ley- ,

archbishop of the Chicago
province. The police did not ap-
pear until it was too late to pre-
vent trouble.

On the evening of July 17, the
mob surrounded the tent, throw-in- g

rocks, rotten epgs and other
filth in keeping with their cow-ardl- y

cause. To protect the con-
gregation it was necessary to put
out the lights and dismiss the
meeting. Several women and
children were strnck by flying
sticks and stones all ad majorem
Dei gloriam.

Rev. Kennedy passed through
the crowd unnoticed, but was sur-
rounded as he boarded a car at
the next corner and assailed with
all the missiles that had before
been directed at the tent. The car
was befouled and windows
smashed; and a policeman ar-
rived on the scene in time to cap-
ture one lone offender who an-
swers to the name, Daniel O'Con-nel- l.

Although there was a howl-
ing mob of at least a thousand,
and although the police had re-
ceived notice in due time thia one
hoodlum was the only capture.
and that was made by an officer
who had accidentally reached the
corner on the regular round of
his beat.

This incident, and the lawless-
ness which preceded it, afford one
object lesson of a thousand on the
necessity of putting none but
Americana on guard in every of-
ficial position from road overseer
to president. The same spirit that
held Lack the police of Rochester
while a Roman Cathollo mob de-
fied law and decency, is the papal
spirit that controls wherever a
papist is in office high or low.
