out the effeetiv opposition he claim to
be able to interpose. If tale Jame Delia
Chieaa, alia Benedict XV, it any more
thaa a mere man, here it the opportunity
to prove it by exercise of the uerior
power he pretend to poises.

Ia th fc of the great fact, world
wide war, th tireeomrly long title he
affect, and the aupernatural authority he
asserts, both have to settle back to the
level of temporal rulerthip and admit
that all this pretense of authority over
world morals ia bogus and a fske. He is
aa helpless aad a far from supernatural
connections aa the emperors, king, and
presidents, struggling by proxy for the
mastership of the world.

Ia fact, he ia pitying precisely the
tame game the other rulers are. If be
could command the batteries aad battle-
ships to make the effort effective, he
would long ago have taken sides not
against the immorality of war, but
against the weaker nations. As a moral
force, the papacy ia nothing. As a mili-
tary force it Hares not sssert Itself under
present conditions. At a diplomatic force
it ia playing the part of a neutral in the
hope of gaining concessions from all the
combatants.

That ia certsinly a pnny part for one
who makes such sweeping claims to ex-

clusive authority along certain line, and
it remains to be an whether the bluff
caa be maintained after such a failure
to make good. As sn international
trouble mnker, and meddU-- in tke affaire
of nations, popery is tometliing of a tue
cess; but, as an effective force in in-

fluencing the moral conduct of the world,
or even of it own subjects, popery, with
all ita attachments, is a notable failure.
