Since Rome has sot herself apart
from the rent of the United States
in the matter of education, and de-

clared that the public schools are
not good enough for the children
of the Roman Catholic church and
has interfered with legislation
looking to the betterment of the
public school system, such as free
text hooka and penny lunches for
the students, the inconsistency of
the priest at Tivoli is apparent.

Setting the matter of state law
covering such instances aside, it
was, to say the least, an
step for l'riest Parka to threaten
prosecution if his protest was not
heeded. It savors too much of pa
pal presumption and intolerance to
set well with the inhabitants of any
American city or village. .

The patrons of the public school
ought to have the right to say
who shall conduct their "corner-atone- "

exercises without being
pestered by priestly interference.

And we do not doubt that
Father Tarks would howl if the
citizens of Tivoli should enter his
church or its school for the pur-
pose of inspection, yet such a pro-
cedure would be more in keeping
with American principles and in
harmony with public interest in
community affairs than was this
wail over the Masonic ceremony.

The fact remains that Tivoli and
not Priest Parks controlled the sit-

uation. The corner stone was laid
and the Masons conducted the ex
ercises. Tivoli still exists and the
public schools go on.

In the meantime Tivoli and
other New York citizens should
take a look at the various activi-
ties of the church which Priest
Parks, represents and see whefher
or not Rome is dipping too deep
into public affairs.
