Court Makes Broad Baling
Judge Lambdin made a remark

ably broad ruling on the question
of tha character of writings that
constitute obacene matter when he
took the quaint position that "the
obscenity or the purity of a publi-
cation is not determined by whether
or not it will excite aensual desires.
but whether or not it would shock
the modeaty of a lady."

In this connection one might be
pardoned the observation that "the
modesty of a lady" is likely to be
handed such an awful jolt by a
perufal of most any daily news-
paper, that it would not be further
upset bv anything printed in un-
intelligible Latin. Furthermore,
human modesty has such, a variant
range of sensibilities that such to

ruling is quite as indefinite as is
the law 01 constructive obscenity
itself.

At one point in the proceedings
Wataon displayed deep feeling when
he declared:

"Any man of pride would rather
