Availing myself of several bot-
tles of fine French brandy, "for med-
ical use" as I informed him, I set
about to cultivate his closer friendship
and succeeded to the' extent that his
usual caution was thrown down and
regarding me as a Britisher, inas-
much as I was so registered, he be-

tion, the Kuryer Polski presents ad-
ditional evidence, as follows:
3. Case of Two Country Girls

Mrs. B residing on Greenbush
street in Milwaukee, related to the
Kuryer Polski the following occur--
rence:

"Several years ago there was in
Milwaukee a sensational trial at
which the evidence brought out
startling facts.

"Two orphan girls had been placed
with, a farmer, who maltreated and
whipped them. The girls eventually
became prey to the lust of the two
youths, on trial. The boys were sen-
tenced to a term in prison, and the
girls, for want of a better location,
were temporarily entrusted to the
shepherdesses at the House of Good
Shepherd.

"One would naturally assume, that
the poor orphans, victims of brutality
and cruelty from their earliest child-
hood, had at last found a quiet and
comfortable refuge. Such assumption,
however, would lead to disappoint-
ment.

"About a month after the trial, I
and a friend of mine, called on these
girls, and we were shocked to see them
dressed in coarse prison garb, made
of denim, or overalls goods. To our
inquiry, what became of the good
though plain dresses with which we
had them equipped, the reply was that
as soon as the girls entered the prison
they were required to surrender their
dresses to the 'sisters,' and to don
the prison garb.

"Further questioning elicited the
following replies: 'We are obliged to
work long hours in the prison laun-
dry, or scrub the floors and polish
stoves. They do not teach us any-
thing, and we do not like it here.'

"We inquired of the nuns whether
the girls would not be given oppor-
tunity to receive at least rudiments of
an elementary education, and instruc-
tion in sewing, cooking and house-
work. The nuns assured us that 'all
would be right.'

"On our second visit we brought
goods for dresses and insisted that the
girls should have them made and be
permitted to wear them. The nuns
confiscated the goods, and only after
repeated protestations from us did
they finally permit the girls to make
and wear the dresses occasionally.

"Later we learned more of the bad
treatment, and we decided to take the
poor orphans away from this institu-
tion. But this was not easy. The
nuns' insist on keeping their slaves as
long as they may, and they refused
to surrender the two girls. We ap-
pealed to the court and to others, and
finally we presented the case to. Dis-

trict Attorney Zabel, who after" some
effort succeeded in having, the girls
released.

"Upon their release, the girls were
free to tell us all about the treatment
at the hands of the shepherdesses.

"In the morning, one girl would
comb many others with one comb. A
number of girls were thus hurriedly
combed in fifteen minutes, and they
could not. be combed properly. As a
result many had vermin in their hair.

"They were obliged to work hard,
and long hours. The two girls in
question spent nearly five years at
this prison, but during all this time
they had no opportunity to learn read
ing, writing nor arithmetic. They

were then apparent under the sur-
face, and have since come to be known
as absolute facts.

perience were it not for the Zimmer-

not make a good housekeeper because
she does not know how to buy things.
The other works ,in a factory. ,

"A similar fate awaits other girls
sentenced to the House of Good Shep-

herd.".

4. Case of a Girl Up-Sta- te

A girl now residing up-sta- te writes':
"I read with great interest the ex-

posure of the House of Good Shep-- ,
herd through the columns of the Kur-
yer Polski, but what the Kuryer de-

scribed forms but a small part of
what is going on tnere. I spent two
years in that institution and have
never in my life worked as hard as
when there.

"For three months I was employed
at their laundry, and the next
eight months I spent scrubbingfloors.
Our official work hours were said to
be from 8 a. m. to 5. p. m. But we
seldom quit at 5. Most of the time
we were compelled to work till 10 or
11 at night. These long hours apply
to the laundry, where there is always
more work than can be attended to
during the regular working hours.

"Our meals were poor, and insuffi
cient. . We received: for breakfast,
coffee and bread; for dinner, one po-

tato, a small piece of meat, bread and
some apple sauce; for supper, bread
and coffee.

"When we worked overtime they
would hand us two small pieces of
some dry cake, which constituted a
veritable feast for us.

"The girls dare not complain when
they are sick, for the nuns invariably
accuse them of malingering.

"Out-of-tow- n girls were allowed to
write to their relatives once a month,
and all letters, coming and going,
were) read by the nuns. Whenever a
girl would complain in her letter, such
letter would never reach the ad-

dressee. The control is so strict, that
the public has not been able to learn
the truth about this mediaeval private
prison in Milwaukee, and I am glad
the Kuryer Polski is now publishing
these facts, because the poor girls, in-

mates of the House of Good Shepherd,
do not deserve the brutal treatment
meted out to them and the suffering to
which they are exposed, like slaves."

5. The Case of Genevieve W
The girl in question, aged 13, was

committed because she went to work
instead of attending school. Yet at
the House of Good Shepherd, instead
of being permitted to continue her in-

terrupted education, she was put to
work and worked harder than before.

Genevieve Recapturd
"M then telephoned to the sta

tion, and soon enough a patrolwagon
with five policemen drove up. They
broke into our house, kidnapped out
daughter and returned her to the
House of Good Shepherd.

"As we resisted this unlawful pro
ceeding, M called us ugly German
names. We consulted several lawyers
but it seemed that no authorities had
any Jurisdiction over the House of
Good Shepherd. My daughter was
fourteen years old only last month
and would have to remain at this pris
on for seven more years. This we can
not permit. We have therefore en
gaged another attorney and are try-
ing to get her out."

The entire nrocedure reminds one oi
stories told of Siberia. That similar
atrocities should occur in the United
States is past belief, yet it is true.

secution for a long time, but in the
end her patience gave out, and she
would come home crying almost every
day.

1916.
Goes To Work Without Permit

"Not wishing to be idle. Genevieve
applied for work and secured a job
soon enough. About two weeks later,
Police Officer M i came to the house
and said that Genevieve would be ar-
rested, and that my husband and I
should appear before the juvenile
court on the day following. Judge
Eschweiler at that time presided over
this court I must add, that my knowl-
edge of the English language is very
limited, and neither I nor my husband
understood the nature of the trouble.

"In court I was approached by a
probation officer named Domachowski,
who asked what we were going to do
about it. 1 told him that we aid not
know the character of the complaint
against Genevieve. After some pro-
ceedings, Mr. Domachowski informed
me that Judge Eschweiler decided to
place Genevieve in the care of a Ger-

man farmer near Martens, Wisconsin.
Deported Despite Protests

"Our protests were of no avail, and
the girl was sent into a etrange family
in a strange place. Genevieve com-
plained to me later that she was
obliged to work too hard. She rose
at 6, did some housework and the
family washing, attended horses and
wagons, but her most important task
was to wait on a man paralyzed four
years before, whom she had to lift
and keep clean.

"Later she wrote me that she could
do- - this work no longer, and asked me
to take her home, which I was per-

fectly willing to do. I proceeded to
the juvenile court, where I related to
Mr. Domachowski the substance of my
daughter's complaints. Mr. Domachow
ski replied that my daughter lied to
me, that on the contrary she had a
good home, was attending school,
learning to play piano, and learning
fancy work, and that I would receive
pay for her services. This statement
misled me and I actually began to be-

lieve that my daughter in her deeire
to return home, overstated her griev-
ances.

Daughter In Slavery
' "Some time later I had a talk with

Mrs. Smith of the probation office,
and she expressed the opinion that my
daughter was not treated right and
ought not to have been sent to do such
hard work on the farm. Then again
my daughter wrote, complaining and
asking to return. I appealed to Mr.
Domachowski, who informed me that
the trouble was not with my daughter,
who is known to be a good and deserv-
ing girl, but that the trouble is with
her home surroundings; that is, with
me and my husband. I asked why
then I was not arrested if 1 did any
thing unlawful, and why I was not
punished instead -- of my innocent
daughter.

"Again we appeared before the
court, husband and I. and the judtre
was inclined to comply with our re--
ouet. when one of the female proba
tioners remarked that my husband
