They wonld
be willing to pay a little more than
the market rates for eliher, but the
farmers had become so uccustomed to
sending thelr produce to the clties that
they were slow In adopting any other
sourse, They would some days bring
In plenty of eggs, and then for a week
nothing more would be heard of them,
This Irregularity eould not be en-
dured,

Yet, as another Instance of just the
opposite, there Is an enterprising
Young woman who has a poultry farm
not far from a summer resorl Hhe
has contracted to deliver ten dozen
eggs a day through the summer season
to the hotels at & uniform price of 23
cents a doxen. The egge are all fresh,
and she is to be relled upon. The ho:
tels would éven take more from her
and she is making efforts to enlarge
ber plant. Bhe says she is making
more money with her summer eggs
than with her winter products. Mer
ambition Is to enlarge her poultry
farm so she can supply the hotels with
spring brollers and tender chicken:
all through the summer season. He:
Income then will be entirely satisfac
tory.

But even in ordinary towns and vil
lages there are always plenty of fam:
illes who are willing to buy their eggs
fresh every few days from some near
by poultry farm, The prices obtalnec
in this way will be far more remuner
ative than those paid in some distani
city. In the sumemr time fully 4
per eent, of the eggs shipped 30 miles
or more are partially or wholly ruined
by hot weather. The loss sustained
in this way Is enormous, and the farm-
ers are the ones to endure it. By all
means the remedy ia to cultivate the
nearby markets. Do not try to ship
eggs to New York, Philadelphia or
other large cltles If you live in the
west or south, Th!l‘ﬂ ATe nearer mar-
kets which will pay you better.—An:
