CULTURE OF HORSERADISH.

How to Obtain the Best Results with
& Crop That Always Is a
Ready Seller,

Horseradish {s grown from scts ot
2uttings planted in the spring Io rows
two and a half to three feot apart. The
gardeners here usually plant betwoen
rows of early beets and cabbage, |
shonld prefer planting by ltself if pos-
sible, as better care can be given
earller In the seazon. The foll should
be Just what you would seleet for good
parsnips or carrots; a lcep mellow poil
fairly well enriched with good stabla
manure plowed In. The sets are the
side roots of the plant, usually from
the size of a lead pencll up o nearly
as large agaln, These are cut in
lengtlis of about five to six inches, and

as the root ls of nearly if not quite
uniform zize the smaller or lower end
is sharpened by a slanting cut. This
end Is put down in planting. A small
fron bar is generally used making the
hole, about one and a half inches
deeper than the cuttings, the crown
of which should be onc and a half to
two inches below the surface. Culti-
vate and hoe often as soon as the rows
can be seen through. A mood fertilizer
of cight to ten per cent. of potash,
seven to elght avallable phosphorie
acld and four per cent. of ammonia
scattered along the rows and hoed In
at second hoelng will greatly improve
the crop. The roots are dug the first
geason late In the fall, and pitted for
winter and early spring sales, The
#ide roots should be remuved and cut
in lengths of five to siX Inches for
planting: this can be done In the fall
before the roots are buried for winter.
The cuttings can be tled In bunches
and burled untll spring. as frost doece
not injure them: they may be planted
as carly In spring as the ground cau
be worked, The roo's are generally
washed. The cut shows a small root
taken from the ground this spring, to

show how the slide roots appear. These
gide rocts are often one to one and a
{ half feot In length, and I think some-
! times more, If the main roots are well
grown and trimmed they Appear somes
thing like a barrel of small parsnip:

But the things that would make a
commercial orchard and & commercial
berry patch unprofitable will not mili-
tate with the establishing of such for
the supply of the famlily. Often the
commercial frult enterprise is a ques-
tion of markets, but with the home
orchard there s no question of 2 mar-
ket. The fruit patch, whether it in-
cludes vines or trees or both, Is n
gource of health to the whole family,
and a delight to the younger members
of the family that they will remem-
ber in thelr latest days.—Farmers' Re-
