Saloons, like public service corpor-
ations, are creatures of law and sub-

ject to regulation. Officials who will
enforce the law lire not, as a rule,

by either. Thnt is why the cor-

porations nud saloons work together
nnd are the most uetivo forces in our
politics. It is to interest to do
60.

And it is to the interest of the
to see to it that corporations nnd

saloons take bank seat in the af-

fairs of government. Tho Kickkii
has no fault, to find witli tho saloon
that respects the law. The law re-

cognizes tho business us legitimate,
and no community need have n sa-

loon unless a majority of that com-

munity wants it provided, of course,
that public officials act justly. But
what right have the people to expect
law enforcement while they
the saloons to select the officials
whose duty it is to enforce the law?

In Scott county, so far as the coun-
ty authorities am concerned, tho sa-

loons aie very well treated. If there
any it is chiefly

due to the village authorities. Kelso
has no organization, but tho
church and the people took tho mat-
ter in hand, and that town is shut
up tight on Sundays, including the
storos and postoflice. At first there
was considerable complaint, but now
the people seem well Similar
conditions exist at New Hamburg,

At Bentou, the seat of injustice,
conditions are different. The saloon
is in the next block to the Kicker
office, and the rear faces this way
and is hi plain view.
