When order was restored long
enough for tho result of the ballot to
bo announced, and It was declared that
Secretary of Stato 8am Cook had been
renominated, tho dcmonptratlon was
resumed, and It did not stop until Mr.
Cook had mounted the platform and
endeavored to quiet the delegates by
motioning for silence. He mado a
brief address, declarlnG unswerving al-

legiance to Mr. Folk.

few exceptions, upon the skirmish line!
where cattle and sheep Interests touch
in their enforced division of the peo-
ple's property between them.
