Varlous Ways In Which People Com
duct Themselves.

What has most struck me in my
many experiences of shipwrecks has
been the strangely diverse ways In
which the passengers scquit them-
selves under intense excitement and
panic, said a lifeboatman.

Women cry, faint, and cling to each
other, but are least trouble. Men
often act very strangely; 1 remember
one man throwing Into the lifeboat
& heavy trunk which he wanted to
save, but which we promptly heaved
overboard.

Bome men become quite panle-
stricken. I've scen strong men, prob-
ably brave enough in other casges,
fighting flercely for the lifebuoys, and
thrusting the women and ehildren
aslde In frantic endeavor to leup into |
the boat first; yet, strangely enough,
one man who thus disgraced hlmeelf
has since obtalned the Royal Humane
soclety’'s medal in England, for sav-
ing life at msea, thrice volunteering
with a scratch crew In ald of a dis-
tressed vessel

I've known others who became so
stupefled with fright as to resist all
attempts ot rescuing them, begging
to be left to die, and having to be
forelbly thrown Into the lifeboat.
Some persons frequently become half-
demented, and I've known several
cases where they have in a frenzy
committed sulcide by positively jump-
ing headlong into the sea and drown-
ing themselves, and one man, to in-
sure his sinking, filled his pockets
with coal.

Some years ago another passenger,
hearing the ship bad struck, went
and drowned himself in the bathroom,
anticipating his fate, as it were,

1 rememoer another case where &
passenger hanged himself in his cabin
Just as the lifebont arrived.
