We are told that the freedom of
the press is guaranteed by the said
constitution, yet Fred Warren got
a %1,500 fine and six months in
jail for this erime(?) and Editor
Knowles, of the South Dakota Lan-
‘tern, is in jail for publishing facts
not relished by the ruling class.
Several other Socialist editors have
been jailed—and the editor of the
Kicker was arrested, denied trial
by jury and fined ten dollars and
sentenced to jail until paid by a
drunken magistrate for building a
fence where a fence had stood for
fifty years. I appealed to eircuit
ssourt=—where trial by jury has not
vet been abolished—and they dis-
missed the case.

As the troops galloped through
the crowd they struck right and
left with heavy rlot clubs, The
crowd became demoralized under
the terriffic assault and [led in
all directions.
