less, Apparently, she did not realize
Its import for a time. Then she put
her head over onto her husband's
broad shoulder and threw an arm
around his neck and began sobbing
softly.

Declares Shs has no Ftar.
Mrs. Hyde recovered her composure

after a physician had given her some
medicine, and bravely faced the situ-

ation.
"I know my husband is Innocent,"

shcsald. "This charge cannot stand
in any court of Justice. We have no
fear for the final results.

"Tho case will be reversed and sent
back here for a new trial. Then, if
it Is tried, a more Just Jury will hear
it."

When the news of the conviction
was forwarded by telephone to Mrs.
Logan O. Swope In Independence, she
screamed and dropped the receiver.

"If I had not been satisfied I was
doing right," she said, "I never would
have started this prosecution of my
son-in-la-

"I am convinced Justice has been
dealt to the defendant Of course, it
does not behoove me to say whether I
wanted to see him hanged.

ways stood. The doors of my house
and my arms and heart are open to
her whenever she wants to come home
My mother love for her has never
cooled. I have thought she was mis-

taken, but never that she was other
than the sweet, innocent girl she is,"

The Jury had the case CO hours be
fore it returned the verdict. During
that time it did not report to Judge
Latshaw nor consult him. It fought
the battle out alone.

The verdict came with a shock of
surprise to both sides.' Lawyers for
Hyde and lawyers for the state agreed
that there was every probability of
disagreement.

It is generally understood here that
Judge Latshaw will overrule the mo-

tion for a new trial. Hyde's friends
are confident, however, that the su-

preme court will reverse the case. If
this Is done, it will be due, lawyers
here concede, to the efforts of Lucas,
who is an adroit pleader, and was on
his feet offering objections about one-thir- d

of the time during the trial.
"I am glad this case did not result

in a mistrial," said Judge Latshaw,
"because to get another Jury in Jack-
son county would be extremely dif-

ficult and expensive process, owing to
the wide publicity given to the case.
I think the Jury deserves credit for its
patience and faithfulness."

James A. Reed, who was employed
for Mrs. Logan O. Swope to assist
Prosecuting Attorney Conkllng, and
whose senatorial ambitions are fur-
thered by his victory, paid a high trib-
ute to Conkling, who Is on the verge
of breaking down from overwork.

"Conkllng deserves the credit," said
Reed. "The dangerous adversary is
the man who Is always on the Job.
That's Conkllng. When Breckleln and
his clerks testified that Dr. Hyde
bought cyanide of potassium to kill
dogs with, Conkllng got the life his-
tory of every dog within three blocks
of the Hyde home for the last six
months. If Dr. Hyde had said what
the drug clerks said, Conkllng would
have asked whose dog he killed. But
Hyde said he wanted to kill roaches.

"I am profoundly sorry for Mrs.
Hyde. But I believe this verdict is
the best thing for her. She can go
back to her mother now, and with her
mother she will be safe. Every man
connected with the case owes a trib-
ute to Judge Latshaw's fairness
throughout the trial."

Prosecuting Attorney Conkllng gave
out the following typewritten state-
ment:

"We only say that to a Just court
and a brave and conscientious Jury
the state of Missouri freely acknowl-
edges that a stern and great duty has
been fittingly discharged.

vested In Reformatories It

Prank L. Randall, former superin-
tendent of the Preston (Cal.) state
school, says:

"Persons who are familiar with the
subject know that the cost of crime Is
a great but unappreciated burden
upon the people. It Is conservatively
estimated that each criminal at large
Is a drain upon the productive portion
of the population of at least $1,000
per annum, and that the annual totnl
money cost of crime In tho United
States Is In excess of $300,000,000, a
considerable portion of which Is
capable of being saved by the adop-
tion of common-sens- e methods of deal-
ing with convicted persons, to say
nothing of tho preventive methods
which might be employed.

"An Institution which turns from a
criminal career a person who would
otherwise live In condition and posi-
tion to follow bis non-soci- tenden-
cies, is a good thing. On this basis,
or on any fair basis of computation, a
state reformatory for young men Ii

good business investment, to say
nothing of the humane side."

Importation of Leeches.
Leeches are enumerated by the bu-

reau of statistics under Its general
head of animals Imported, the total
value of the Imports of this species
In IOCS having been $5,341; In 1907,
$6,922; In 1906, $4,494; In 1905, $3,602;
In 1904, 93.S89; in 1903, $3,240, and tn
1902, $2,412 the commerce in leeches
being thus of a growing character.
The total number of leeches im-

ported in the United States in the
decade ending with 190$, Is about $40,-00-

Leeches are imported free of
duty. Snails were at one time enu-
merated as an article of Importation,
the records from 1S94 to 1S9S showing
snails Imported to the extent of about
15,000, but the snail trade so dwin-
dled, showing only $24 of Imports In
190S, that the bureau discontinued Its
statements of this article.
