Testing Hardness of Steel.
A very simple device has recently

been Invented for testing the hard-
ness of steel by Impact. It consists
of a tubular standard fitted with a
hardened steel ball at the lower end,
which is placed upon the steel to be
tested. At the upper end of the stand-
ard Is a spirit level by which the
standard may be brought to true ver-
tical position. Mounted on the standan'
Is a cylindrical drop weight. This I.
raised to the top of the standard and
then dropped, striking a weight-receivin-

block at the bottom of the
standard which communicates the im-

pact to the steel ball, and makes an
indentation In the steel that le being
tested. By measuring the diameter
of the indentation with a celluloid
scale the hardness of the steel may
be determined.

The one Insect of vital Importance
lo the farmers of Missouri this year is
the chinch bug. It has destroyed
much of the wheat and seems certain
to destroy a great deal of the corn in
the badly Infested counties of the
state this year. The loss to agricul-
ture is sure to amount to millions of
dollars In this state alone.

Like most of our insect pests, the
CblnCh bug Is destructive for a few
years and tiien It seems to disappear
for many years. In reality it is with
us all the time, though In reduced
numbers, and when u few seasons
come Which especially favor It it be-
comes a ICO urn for three or four

years. Seemingly, the reappearance
if the chinch bug as n scourge is as-

sociated with ti'.e periodical droughts,
i'ust records show that it aiso tends
10 move eastward, it usually hrst
appears as a pest in Katisns and in a
year or two begins to attract atten-
tion in Missouri, and later in the
states east to Ohio.

Record of Present Outbreak.
This is the third year the present

outbreak has attracted attention in
Missouri, and een four years ago it
was at work in Kansas. Two years
apo it was scarce, though in some
raises It did injury to wheat in the
west-centr- coiintles of the state.
Last year it had advanced across Mis-

souri and was attracting attention in
Illinois. The main injury lat year

ing. It is on poorly drained lands
that the alternate freezing and thaw
i'lg of late winter has its greatest ef-

fect in causing "heaving."
The direct freezing out of wheat in

winters of light snowfall i also worse
;jn wet lands. Good wheat can some-time- s

he grown on land that is
to be wot, but it Is never sure.

This is particularly true on the tight
Soils of the more level prairies and
heavy clay loam bottom lands.

The time of year when wheat is
seeded naturally affects the freezing
out. While It is usually the late-sow-

wheat that is most affected, sonic-lime-

June or early in July the chinch bugs
are obliged to search for a new sup-
ply of food, and, as most of them are
yet without wings, they migrate on
foot, go that barriers placed around
the Infested fields help greatly. There
are two good types of barriers the
dust and the oil or tar barriers. The
aim Is to destroy as muny of the bugs
of the first brood as possible and to
prevent their getting Into other crops
to rrur the second broods, which lives
through the winter.

Dust Barriers. The dust barriers
are very effective and easily main
tallied so long as rain does not inter
!,jr The plan is to keep a supply of
fine, dry, hot dust over which the
hugs attempt to crawl during the hot
part of the day. The heat destroys
many, and the fine dust clones the
breathing pores, and smothers those
not overcome by the heat,

A dust barrier can lie made by
plowing n strip in or 1". feet wide and
thoroughly working It until a fine dust
mulch is formed. It Is best to plov.
before the gnttnd gets too dry and
hard and then be ready to work it
when the bugs begin to migrate, Dur-
ing the migration period, which may
last from one to two weeks, it Is net
essary that a brush, haiTOW or other
device be dragged back anC forth oe;
the strip to keep the dust stirred up
from about 10 o'clock until 4 in the
afternoon, when the bu.s are most
active.

Oil or Tar Barriers. Oust barriers
a,-- all that we need during dry
weather, but In case of rain we must.
establish an oil or tar barrier,

All such harboring places should hi
burned over in the early winter. When
it is dry and the wind is not too
Strong. This does away with th
swarms which fly to wheat In thj
spring.

REALLY FRIENDS OF FARMER

Sparrow, by Its Consumption of Weed
Seeds, Saves Agriculturists Im-

mense Sums Yearly.

One of the most useful groups of
native birds is the sparrow family.
While some of the tribe wear gay
suits of many hues, most of the spir-row- s

are clad in modest brown tints,
and as they spend much of the time
In grass and weeds are commonly
overlooked, t'nobtrusive as tbey are,
they lay the farmer under a heavy
debt of gratitude by their food bablta.
since their chosen fare consists large-
ly of the seedB of the weeds. Selecting
a typical member of the group, the
tree sparrow for Instance, one-fourt-

ounce of weed eed per day Is a con-

servative estimate of the food of an
adult. On this basis, In a large agricul-
tural state like Iowa tree sparrows aie
nually eat approximately 875 tons of
weed seed.

Some idea of the money value of
this group of Hrds to the country may
he gained from the statement that the
total value of the farm products In the
T'nlted States in 1910 reached the

weed seed by the combined members
of the sparrow family resulted In a
saving of only one per cent, of the
crops net a violent assumption the
sum saed to farmers by these birds
in 15"1e was $:.
