making the total given above.
The tree Is a seedling, the seed hav-
ing been planted with a quantity of
other seed which had been Imported,
presumably from Mexico. Another
tree which was planted at the aame
time, and which stands close to this
phenomenal bearer, has never borne
more than SO pears in a season. Thla
valuable tree Is now protected by
high fence built on an octagonal plan.
The pears weigh from eight to twelve
ounces each.

PRE8IDENT WILL ATTEMPT TO
RESTORE COMPETITION IN

BUSINESS.

TASK ADMITTEDLY DIFFICULT

Wilson Soon to Tall Congress Hla
Plana for Breaking Up the Great
Corporations Without Harming the
Country's Prosperity.

By GEORGE CLINTON.
Washington President Wilson la

studying the trusts. In hla annual
message to congress or aa soon as
currency la out of the way, he will
recommend that the old time condi-
tions of business competition be re-

stored In this country. Attorney Gen-

eral McReynolda Is at work on anti-
trust law suggestions. Other mem-
bers of the cabinet will have ready
thoughts of their own on the sub-
ject when tbe time, already nearly
at band, shall come when Mr. Wilson
must formulate his recommendations
on a matter which Democrats any will
test the law making abilities of his
administration aa neltber tbe tariff
nor the currency can.

Tbe president's task is in a sense
the remaking of a nation of shop
keepers and small ni. 'ufaeturers. He
has said publicly that competitive con-

ditions of the old kind can be restored
and that it falls to the lot of the Dem-

ocrats to do the restoring. The dyna-
mite of a new law Is to be placed nt
the foundation of some big concerns
and they are to be broken Into Inte-
gral parts, all of tbem small, "without
injuring the Industries which they
have housed and promoted, and with-
out harming the prosperity of the
American people."

Leaders Admit It la Big Task.
Tbe Democratic leaders naturally

fear that If they fall In anti-trus- t legis-
lation the good which they say will
come from their tariff and their cur-
rency laws, may possibly avail them
nothing at the ne::t election. They
look at some of the great corporations
aa they exist today and "feel publicly"
and "say privately" that to break them
Into email parts and to set each partlc-- I

ular part against the other with pros-- i

perity for all Is a task big enough to
test the ability of any man and any
party.

Shortly the president's recommenda-
tions for anti-trus- t legislation will be
given to the public. There are more
than rumors In Washington that in
the attorney general's office, although
perhaps not shared by the attorney
general himself, there is a feeling that
the administration would do much bet-
ter if it would attempt a regulating
rather than a disintegrating policy.

Regulation la the proposal of one of
the opposition parties. A resolving
Into competitive parts la the policy of
the administration, and probably will
be the announced policy of the con-
gressional majority which is now in
power. Compromise will mean a giv-
ing way to the proposals of the enemy.
Separation Into parts, some of the
Democratic leaders seem to feel, may
mean business disaster. Mr. Wilson
Is said to have no such fear.

Millions for Defense.
Great Britain, through Winston

Churchill, has been Bounding the
great nations ot tne worm with a
v,ew t0 determlrjlnf. tneIr attitude to--

ward a "naval holiday." It may be
as a result of the sounding the great- -

er governments will forego the work
of building battleships for one year.
Thla la only possible, however, and so
it may be said still that while all the
worda are for peace, all the works
seem to be for war.

Thla latter expression of seeming
conditions epitomizes the state of
things in Washington today, and prob
ably in most places In the civilized
y, The military authorities under
the direction of congress are "fortify-
ing against the future" in proper de-

fensive places outlying everything
American which would make a shining
mark for an enemy's attack. The
peace propagandist may be making
headway, but disarmament is not a
fact of the day.

Within a comparatively short time
congress has authorized the expendi-
ture of millions to fortify the ap-

proaches to the Panama canal. Other
millions have been spent to make Cor-regld-

the Gibraltar of the Phllip- -

pine Islands. Another huge sum has
been authorized to make Hawaii safe
against attack from an enemy at sea.
New York, Boston, Baltimore, Wash-- i

Ington, Richmond, New Orleans, Los
Angeles and San Francisco and all
the other big placea on the coasts have
been or are to be safeguarded with de
fenses costing millions. The end la
not in sight.

The willingness of the present ad-

ministration to urge an appropriation
for three dreadnoughta Is known. The
administration, and with It congress,
also have shown a willingness to pro-
vide big guns and modern forta to de-

fend the cities of the coast. It seems
to be a militaiitly Inclined adm'.nlstra-toln- .

Cape Henry at the entrance to Ches-
apeake bay to be used for fortifying
purposes. Real estate men attempted
to bold the government up and so the
project waa abandoned.

Chesapeake Bay Fortifications.
In place of the projected fort at

Cape Henry, the government will con-

struct an artificial Island at the mouth
ot Chesapeake bay and on it a fortifica-
tion will be conatructed to be manned
by coast artillerymen who will have
for service in case of war the biggest
guns known to these days of big ord-
nance. In the year 1814 the British
came up the Chesapeake and event-
ually reached Waahlngton, burning the
Capitol and the White House. If an
enemy should have the same opportu-
nity again the chancea are few that it
would commit auch acta of vandalism,
but presumably these cities must be
protected from attack and occupation,
and so In these days of peace the Dem-

ocrats are consenting to equal, if not
to outdo, their predecessor Republic-
ans in preparing for emergencies.

There are forts on the Potomac
river and on the Chesapeake below
Baltimore. Theae presumably are
powerful enough to make it difficult
for an enemy to pass, but It is held
iiat snips or the foe should be pre-
vented from forcing an entrance to
Chesapeake bay. Fortress Monroe and
Fort Wool are not considered ot suff-
icient strength to keep out the steel
dreadnoughta of an enemy on mischief
bent.

Congress has appropriated money
for fortifying the approaches to San
Pedro In southern California. This
work will be pushed rapidly to comple-
tion. Puget sound, San Francisco and
San Pedro will be the three great de-

fenses againBt attack on our western
coast from the far east. It is the sight
of the shadow of Japan the adminis-
tration hope probably is that it is a
shadow only which has spurred con
gress to appropriatelon actlvitiea in
connection with the Pacific defenses.

Coat of Living and Tariff.

By force of the new tariff law Is
the cost of living to be reduced?
Some of the Democrats In Washing-
ton apparently desire that the country
shall believe quickly and fully that
the Underwood-Simmon- s bill cannot
be expected to bring down the price
of things until It has been in opera-
tion for at least ten months or a year.

The Democrats, while they do not
seemingly believe that the tariff alone
will make a great difference In the
cost of necessaries, are hopeful that
other bills which they intend to enact
Into law, coupled with the tariff, will
bring material relief to the consumers
of the country. It must be left of
course to time to prove whether the
Democrats are right or not. President
Wilson seemingly is convinced that In
a year things will not cost as much
aa they do now.

Leaders of tbe three parties togeth-
er claim, or admit, whichever way
you choose to put It, that the political
organization which can present the
best plan to bring down the high cost
of living will be the one to get control
of tbe house of representatives next
year and of the presidency two years
later. The Democrats are In power
and if they have a plan to make liv
ing cheaper they can put It Into effect
If they want to. In the early days
the party made definite promises that
the tariff would turn the cost cutting
trick, hut now there Is a little hedg-
ing on this proposition and the prom-
ise Is that when the anti-trus- t laws
are In force next year prices will
drop so that the consumer can hear
them.

Opponents Are Satirical.
Some of the opposition party mem-

bers In Washington are asking the
Democrats why, If their anti-trus- t leg-

islation is to accomplish such high
deeds of service to the people, it is
necessary for various official bodies
to be studying other means of reduc- -

ing the cost of living. The agricul-
tural department today is trying to
solve the problem and men have been
sent abroad to study agriculture and
marketing methods over there with
the hope that the result of their stu-
dies may bring relief over here. Nat- -

uraliy the opposition party men are
satirical. They say that perhaps the
Democrats hope to cut the prices of
living In halt through their anti-trus- t

legislation and then to wipe out the
other half through the solving of cer
tain agricultural problems, tbua bring
lna the consumers of the country to
the blissful condition of men and wo
men who can get everything they
want for nothing.

It Is definitely known that President
Wilson and his Democratic friends in
house and senate are hoping and per-
haps praying that out of 'the legisla-
tion which the party now In power
has enacted or intends to enact some-
thing will come which will cause
prices to drop without making wages
drop with them. The high cost of
living Is still the chief matter of con-

cern to the leaders of a party who for
personal and public reasons want to
keep that party in power. The key
to the problem lies somewhere, and
men of three different party faiths are
searching, each hoping that he may
be the one lucky enough to find It.
