Just as the brutal rallroad de-
tectives or watchmen are some-
times Justified in shooting men,
women or children who may be
caught picking up waste coal in
the rallroad yards of large cities.
©0 a man is justified in murdering
his neighbor who is caught with
an unfaithful wife. Yet the man
who does the shooting may
guilty of a similar offense agalnst
some other home—or very proba-
bly would if he had the chance.

#own to the house where Down-
ing's wile was, Cunningham
started, but managed to tell a
triend to get an officer. They
walked along Ward avenue in
plain sight of numerour persons
who saw the revolver, but think-
ing that Downing was an olficer
with a prisoner, they did not in-
terfere. Marshal Scott was told
and started at once for the house,
but arrived too late to prevent

While it seems that systematic
oftorts are being made to sup-
press the npws of the discontent-
ed farmers south of us, yet the
night-rider trouble Is evidently
spreading.

A dispatch from Charleston tells
of trouble between the blacks and
whites In Misslssippl county ata
place called Dorena. The negroes
are employed on levee work and
have taken posession of the white
church at Dorena and, after pil-
ing the benches and other furnish
ings In one end of the bullding,
have converted the church into
quarters for cooking, eating and
sleeping, thus depriving the
whites of their place of worship,
The citizens posted notices around
the church and levee camps,
warning the negroes to vacate
the church building and to 'eave
the county, and also condemned
the foreman of the levee con-
struction for bringing seuch ne-

be | rroes Into the county. L. T. Cal-

lahan, the foreman, offered $100
reward for the names of the par-
tiecs who put up the circulars.
Other notices followed demand-
ing the negroes leave the county
under the penalty of death. The
posters have a crude drawing of
a shotgun. Although the feeling
ing agninst the negroes is very
strong, Bheriff King anticipates
no trouble in handling the situa-

tion.

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Jackson Items.—The cattle barn
of R. B, Statler, living near Mii.-
lerville, caught fire {rom some un-
known cause last Thursday eve-
ning and was completely destroy-
ed. When discovered, the [lames
had spread so far, that a large
herd of ecattle could barely be
driven to safety. The feeding
was done by daylight and it Is
not «nown how the fire could
have started. During the day
hay was baled at the barn and
hauled to the cattle barn for
storage, being Intended for sale,
and only for the fact that the
machine broke down the loss
would have been greater. The di
rectors of the Farmers Mutual,
which had the property insured,
yesterday appraised the loss and
awarded Mr. Statler $628.50 in-
suranece.
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Farmington Times.—Albert Ro-
berts, shift boses at No. 4 Des-
lodge, and Tona Binko and Mike
Fedoc, two Hungarians, were in-
stantly killed BSunday morning,
and two other Hungariansa were
dangerously injured by an explo-
slon which occurred while the
drill holes were being charged
with dynamite. Mr. Roberte had
been connected with the company
for years and was considered a
very capable miner and foreman.
Just how the sad accident occur-
red will perhape never be known.
The two miners who were injured
were at work about sixty feet
away on a blulf.

Sur-
rell has a watch with a remark-
able record.

Last week the Cape Republican
published a very creditable
“boom” edition in commemora~
tion of the tenth year of its ex-
istence, in which a description of
Cape Girardeau county and its
people appears. But it only tells
part of the story. From it one
would judge that everybody In
Cape county lived In fine houses,
wore good clothes and were over-
fed. Bank and trust company
bulldings, mills, stores, churches,
breweries, dlstillerles and so on
are beautifully pietured, together
with the residences and owners
who profit from these Institu-
tions. But the scenes that sur-
round the working class and their
homes are not In It. To balance
the thing they should have gone
down Into South Cape and wrote
up “Mill Tawn,” where whole
families live In the delapidated
ruins of a box car—or worse,
But the business men would hard-
Iy pay for such advertising as
that. Only the bright side must
be held out for Ilnspection.

WHERE WILL IT END?

The present trouble in various
communities between the negroes
and the whites Is not race hatred
nor anythinz of that sort. Asa
rule, when there |8 trouble be-
tween the bLlacks and the whites
we are told that it s a “race
war.”

Nothing of the sort in the pres-
ent developement. It 8 a mat-
ter of the “survival of the fit-
test"—a bread and butter propo-
aition. While I noticed last week
the dispatches Irom west Tennes-
see and southern Missouri telling
of the night riders, my attention
was especially attracted to a
“riot” in which a former mar-
shal of Oran was a participant.
The Fredericktown News says:

“Oscar Hull of Marquand had
an information filed against him
this week by the prosecuting at-
torney, on the charge of assault
on J. H. Pramhall, a tie man
The trouble grew out of Bram-
hall using a crew of negroes to
load ties when the Marquand men
wanted the job*

Now, let me give the white
workers who are trying to run
out the black workers, a tip.
And what follows I want you to
let soak In.

The negroes have never had
any protection In this couuntry
under the law—especially south
of here. White men could shoot
them down or lynch them and
the law wase lnactive.

But the recent development in
economie conditions has changed
this. The negro ls almoet as val-
uable to the master class today
as he waa under slavery, and will
receive the same protection. He
can live in almost any kind of a
hut, on coarse food, and dont
care much about clothes, He can
live cheaper than a white slave.

Therefore he now has the pro-
tection of “the law* that has al-
ways operated against him. And
that is why the militia was call-
el upen to protect the negro ten-
ant farmers of West Tennessce
and of Southern Missourl, and
why Oscar Hull was arrested in
Madison county.

The lesson to be learned from
this {s that the master class cares
nothing about race, color or na-
tionality. What it wants ia the
labor that will yield the great-
est profit.

8o far as the workers are con-
cerned, they are all slaves—no
matter of what race, color or na-
tionality. The masters control
their jobe and, thereby, their liv-

ing.

Until the workere understand
this and combine against thelr,
oppressors In eell defense, they
will, in their ignorance, rontinue
to night-ride and slaughter each
other.

Yes, sir; the law-makers, or
somebody, are always looking af-
ter the well-being of the dear old
farmer. Two years ago Wilson,
Bryan & Co. were going to fix
Fim up just right. They were go-
ing to supply him with money to
throw at the birds when they got
their currency reform measures
through and the regional bhanks
going. When that blew up they
were going to fix the farmer—
especially the cntton farmer—by
supplying him with oodles of cash
thru certain favored banks, Mil-
liona of columne of dope were fed
to the farmers about what this
“emergency currency'  schenw
would do for Mr. Hayseed. The
ban'ie got the money allright. but
the patriotic bankers refused to
loan it at a less rate than their
other money—and that wonZQerful
Democratic measure blew up also.
But the farmer must be enter-
talned, and now we bear of the
Land Bank scheme —whatever it
way mean. Frowm the littie 1 have
read about It, I find it to be a
scheme to get the farmers behind
a movement to get the legislature
to exempt money from taxation.

KICKER _

ANOTHER COURT DECISION,

The supreme court of Wisconsin
bas juct handed out a decision
that seems to cut a wider swath
than was intended.

Wisconsin Is a state that has
been fearfully plundered by tim-
ber thieves known as the lumber
trust. Fifteen years ago the peo-
ple adopted an amendment to the
constitution providing for a for-
estry commission to preserve its
forests and to plant trees on pub-
lic land where the timber had
been stolen.

For years the lumber interests
bhave been at work trying to up-
set this action on the part of the
people and, two weeks ago, suc-
ceeded by Having the supreme
court to declare the amendment
to the constitution void.

It s often difficult to explain
a court decision, for they sel-
dom say what they mean. How-
ever, in this case it seems that,
to be regular, It s required
that the legislature ordering an
amendment submitted to the peo-
‘ple shall record such amendment
on Its Journal. Also, if the amend
ment carries and before it can be-
come effective, it must again be
spread on the journal.

In this case it appears that
when the mafter was ordered
submitted the record was pro-
perly made, but after it had car-
ried, only the title of the act
submitted was entered of record.
The court holds that the whole
thing should have been twice re-
corded in full—and because soimne-
body who was both paid and
sworn to do his duty failed, the
will of the people of a whole
state is set aside.

The point is only technical, and
the Joke of it all is that an invest-
igation reveals that all other
amendments adopted in the past
15 years have the same defect
Among these 8 an amendient

Another authorizing an inerease
in pay for all the supreme judzes
And the Milwaukee Lender, with
a suppressed smile, gets off this:

“The revelation that the su-
preme  court 8 voiding  two
amendments to the constitution
on a very satrained technical
point has brought in jeopardy the
title to olfice of two of its mem-
bers and the increase In salary of

“If the court has succeeded in
inadvertently legislating two of
its members out of office, it may
have a salutary effect upon the
Judicial disposition to throw mon-
key wrenches into the machinery
of government from pure cussed-
ness.

“We are told that the constitu-
tional amendments which provide
for two additional justices of the
supreme court and for an increase
of judicial salaries were adopted
precisely as the citizenship and
forestry amendments, which the
court has held void, were adopted.

“Without any hesitation, the
court wantonly destroyed the

When the justices, headed by that
fine old Reactionary, Jusiice
Marshall, wnose conception of
forestry work is that trecs were
