TREATMENT SIMPLE AND CHEAP

One Pound of Liquid to 30 Bushels
Will Destroy AM Iftttttt That

Infest Grain.

ItMhod of exterminating moths
and weevils that attack grain in the
utack or In shoclt, are set forth in n

2bulletin just Issued by the rollege of
agriculture of the University of Mis-

souri. The bulletin, prepared by T.
J. Talbert. said in port:

"A simple, cheap treatment with
carbon bisulphide will destroy all the
weevils and moths that Infest stored
grains. One pound of liquid for every
thirty bushels of grain will be enough
if the bin Is tight and the tempera-
ture above 70. Another pound should
be used for every two hundred cubic
feet of space above the grain in the
bin.

The liquid may be thrown directly
on the grain without injury, hut bet-
ter results, will be obtained by pour-
ing It into shallow pans, scattered
over the surface, or It may be poured
upon old rags or cotton waste. One-hal- f

pound, or at most not more than
a pound, should be poured into each
pan."

New State Map Uaued.
A new reference map of Missouri

has been issued hy the Missouri Geo-

logical Survey. The map is four feet
square and is based cu of
eight to the Inch. All precise
data the Mississippi river commis-
sion, the Missouri river commission,
the L'nited States coast and geodetic
survey and the l'nited Slates geologi-

cal survey have been m.ed to estab-
lish accurate positions. The streams
are printed in blue and are shown
in detail; the railroads have been lo-

cated from original ,dats, and the
township and range lines show ad-

justment six mile. The eleva-
tion above sea level of all railroad
stations of which data are obtainable
and the elevation of all accurate
bench marks established, have been
printed in red. The only charge for
the map is 15 cents, to cover packing
and shipping. Sixty cents will cover
similar charges for map mounted
on cloth attached to wood rollers.

MILLERS COMPLAIN OF RATES

Missouri Organizations File Charges
of Discrimination With Interstate

Commerce Commission.

The transportation commissioner of
the Kansas City Commercial Club, In
behalf, primarily, of the Kansas City
Millers' Club, but In collaboration
with representatives of the Southwest-
ern Millers' League and the South-
western Missouri Millers' Club, has
Hied complaint before the interstate
commerce commission, charging un-

just discrimination in carload mini-
mum weight on Hour and other grain
products moving in interstate versus
state commerce.

The complaint Is directed against
some li-- common carriers, and spec
ifles over i!00 tariffs. The carriers
are charged with violation of Sections

and 3 of the commerce act, in that
they charge and exact minimum of
40,000 pounds shipments of
grain products moving Interstate from
the points at which the complainants'
mills are located in Missouri, Kansas,
Nebraska, Colorado. Oklahoma, Ar-

kansas and Texas, to points of desti-
nation in those states and Illi-

nois and Wisconsin, and to southeast-
ern Mississippi valley and Carolina
territories. It is declared they con-

temporaneously apply, either volun-
tarily or under orders of state authori-
ties, varying minima of only 24,000
pounds upon like traffic moving local-
ly within the states described, Illinois
and west, and SO.OOn pounds from
what Is known as Central Freight As- -

sociation territory, embracing general- -

ly Indiana. Ohio and the southern pe
ninsula of Michigan, territory south
of the Ohio river and east of the Mis-

sissippi river, also upon trattic moving
locally within the la'ter territory and
from Ohio and Mississippi river cross-
ings. In the absence of commodity
rates, no minimum is required, it (is
asserted, but any quantity weight ap
plies.

PROTECT STOCK FROM FLIES

Department of Agriculture Recom-
mend Mixture of Soap and Kero-

sene Use Spray or Wash,

During the summer months, when

cattle are most likely to be bothered
with files, there are many people
who wish to know what can be done
M a preventive. There are a num-

ber of methods sometimes recommend-e- d

for this purpose, some cf which are
supposed to keep flies off the. animal
by virtue of their bad odor or greasy
nature, and some which are supposed
to bo sprayed on to kill the Hies.
Considerable doubt exists as to the
benefit to be obtained from using
any of these treatments, or as to the
rotative value of the different ways
of combating files.

For spraying the backs of cattle at
milking time, there is possibly noth-
ing more reliable than kerosene
emulsion. The following recipe
given by the United States department
of agriculture is one of the best ways
of making this: Dissolve one-hal-

pound of hard soap in one gallon of
hot water, and while still at near boil-In- g

point add two gallons kerosene,
and emulsify by use of a force pump
or agitator of son" kind. Dilute with
water, one part emulsion to eight
parts water, and use as a spray, dip
or wash.

The sheep can snuggle up near to
that and escape the direct rays of the
sun.

Better than such a fence is a piece
Oi woodland. We have a cluster of lit-

tle hemlocks In cur pasture, up on a
side hill, says a writer in an exchange.
The sheep run up into that and escapo
not only the heat, but also the miser-

able flies that hurt them so.

Examine Ram for Ticks.
It is a good plan to examine the

ram once in a while for ticks, and If
any aro found he should bo thorough-
ly soaked with a few gallons of a dip
preparation. This can easily be done
with a hand-sprinkle- r whilo the ram
is In a standing position.

Time to Wean C?lts.
