In so doing they Often use
the Socialist argument. l&t week
a tenant farmer told me or the
argument used by a Benton busi-
ness man In opposition to the sin-pi- e

tax amendment voted on two
years ago. Said the business man
and landlord:

"The simile tax wont hurt us.
but it will make it harder on ,VOU.

We will raise the rent. When the
town board ordered me to build
concrete side-wal- around the
houses that I rent here, 1 built
the walks and raised the rent a
dollar a month. The tenant pays
it. So it will be on the farm if
the single tax is adopted."

Here you have the system in
nut-she- ll and from a capitalist
source. In the long run ttie ten-
ant pays for the ground, the buil-

ding, the repairs, the taxes and
interest on the investment, and
the landlord still owns the house.

It is the same with farm land
tl it be in a drainage district, the
man who works the soil pays not
only all other expenses, Jbut the
drainage tax as well. The land-
lord, AS SUCH, can pay nothing.
He produces nothing and. there
fore, has no Income except what
the law permits him to take foi
the use of the land. And the law.
which he himself has made, per-
mits him to take all he can get
which is all above a miserable
existence for those who work the
--oil.

A few years ago. in this count.V.

no landlord would have admitted
what the above landlord is quoted
as admitting. They and their or-

gans made us believe that they
were great public benefactors,
'developing the country.' and so
on. The tenant was made to be-

lieve that his landlord was his
little god because he supplied him
with coarse grub and rags while
working for his board and clothes
ind yet coming out in debt.

And at election times the land-lor-d

reminded Mr. Tenant of how
iie had been '"accommodated." And
Mr. Tenant would walk six miles
to vote for more "accommoda-
tion."

This system of how the workers
aie voted was forcibly impressed
on me some 15 years ago when 1

noted with "the party." At
iimt tiiiu th" primary settled it.
mid I was very much interested in
i candidate who seemed to have
:he otld;.; against him in a Strong
township. I went to we about it.

When a capitalist politician (iocs
mto a (( mmunity to find out how
tilings are going, he doesn't both-
er about consulting the people-exc- ept,

perhaps, as a blind. He
goes to the boss. As a matter of
pppearanoe he may shake hands.
Mt 'em up. ami so on. but for in-

formation about what these peo-pl- e

are going to do on election
lay. he goes to the boss.

From my contact With voters of
this particular community it ap-

peared bad for my man. ami I

went to the boss ami told him of
my fears. But the boss had no
fears. 'Oh, 1 think it will be ail
eight.'' he said encouragingly. "We
are accommodating a great ma-n- y

men who are under OBLIGA-
TIONS to us, and we will see that j

they get to the polls."
And "we" did. Our man carried

the township that, u week before
the election an ordinary observer
would have thought he would los.
by 2 to l.

The great mass of people know
next to nothing of how they are
worked in the capitalist game of

politics. The interests of all capi-
talists are the same so far as the
workers are concerned. And the
interests of all workers are the
same so far as the capitalists
are concerned. Their interests are
exactly opposltes. The capitalist
lives from that portion of Labor's
product that the system permits
Mm to take. Labor exists on that
which Is left. Hence it is clear
that any political battle that is
not between these conflicting in-

terests is a sham battle.
The function of officialdom is to

run the government In the inter-
est of the class It represents and
settle disputes. If disputes, called
lnw-sult- s, arise between Capital
and Labor, it is to the interest or
capitalists to have men represent-
ing their class in office just as it
is to the interest of the liquore
traffic to have "wet" men, or to
the prohibitionists to have "dry
men in office. All of such men
may be perfectly honest, yet they
.see things differently according
to their truing, education and sur-
roundings.

The capitalists are largely in
the minority, but through owner-
ship they control everything and
work in harmony. They are very
closely associated thru banking
and other interest, and when an
election is near, the heads of these
interests decide who shall be ou
"the ticket," and who shall not.

Usually but one or two men of
a township are consulted as, for
tistance, A. J. Matthews and John

Marshall of Sikeston; Ben Mar-
shall of Blodgett; the Andersons
at Commerce, Capt. Lightner at
lllmo; Dr. Cannon at Kornfelt, and
so ton.

If all of these agree, "the tick-vje- t"

goes thru like greased light

ning. But if there lie disagree
tnent as to wh shall be "nomina-
ted In the primary" of sufficient
magnitude tocnuse a rupture then
there is a lively scrap at the pri-
ma ry over, perhaps, one or two
candidates on which they failed to
agree, But the men put up by the
opposition are of exactly the same
cloth, and no matter which wins,
the capitalists will unite in their
support and the workers lose iii
any event. This Is what the pol-
iticians call "sticking to the par
ty" and "vote er straight.'

The foregoing is a picture of po-

litical conditions in a Democratic
county. In counties where the
prejudices of the voters run in the
Republican channel the same con-- i

lit ions exist except that the
capitalists, their politicians and
their newspaper organs masquer
ade under a different name. In
either case the great mass of peo-

ple have nothing to do with who
the candidates shall be. and their
oni.v privilege is to shout and vote
for the candidates of their mast-
ers and pay taxes

Capitalist politics is a game in
which the principal players are
under cover, and success depends
on Which side can fool the most
people.

The United States Government
is now operating 82 railways
having a milage of 41,088 miles
and capitalized at 82,264,000,000
These roads are being conducted
by federal courts because of the
failure of private operation.

Nominally these roads are oper-
ated by receivers because they
are bankrupt. These reet,jvers
are appointed by federal courts
and are under the direc tsuper-- j
vision of the judges of these
courts who are responsible for
the operation of the roads.

No one has ever suggested that
federal judges are selected

of their ability to operate
railroads, although they are fre-
quently chosen for their willing-
ness to let the railroads operate
them. Nevertheless whenever a
railroad is looted bj its owners
or lor any other reason rails to
make a profit, it is handed
to a federal court for manage- -
ment,

The court operates the roa ; in-t-

it is once more profitable and
then returnee it to the owners.

At the present time the mileage
operated by the courts is greatei
than the total railway mileage of
any other country in the world
except European and Asiatic Rus-
sia combined, it is far greater
than the amount operate. by i.n
nation In the world having g

owned railroads,
