THR WAY TO DO IT.

Vrdra Jcfforson City Tribune.
A citizen of Nevada, Mr. R. E,

P&ttersdn, imbued with the orowr
spirit of local .pride and endowed
with both enterprise and intelligence,
has develdfcefl a plan by which town
and county may unite in the building
and improvement or roads. .He has
suggested that there are at least 125
merchants in Nevada who can and
should contribute $10 each to road
improvement, and this sum would be
duplicated by the county court, as
provided by law, making an aggre-
gate sum of $2,500, which would go a
long distance toward building up the
roocs oi tne county. The merchant
is even more dependent upon good
roads than is the farmer, and by mi
equal division of expense every coun
ty could soon nave an ndmirawe sys-
tem of highways with but small bur-
den to the nconle.

It is realized by the merchant that
bad roads cost him t times hundreds
of dollars a year in the stagnation of
business and his inability to meet the
hne point of the market. , W ith ac-
ccssible highways throughout the
vear there would be very few dull
dj-s- , and both merchant and farmer
could more quickly and continuously
realize the prohts to which their tfa
bors entitle them.

The Tribune has said, on more than
one occasion, that there is only one
wav to get good roafls. and that is to
build them and .pay cash for them.
If fifty merchants in Jefferson City
could be persuaded to contribute $10
to build county roads, and the county
court should set aside another SaUO,

there would be $1,000 in hand for the
improvement of our highways, and if
this were kept up every year, in ad-

dition to the work and money expend-
ed by the usual methods in that 'di-
rection, it need only be a few years
before Cole county would have a per-
fectly adequate system of roads.

It is Relieved that Spaniards visit
ed the Meramec River in search of
gold and silver some years before the
advent ot Kenault ana J.a Jlotte in
Southeast Missouri.

The first railroad convention was
held in St. Louis in 1835. Tfce tjvos- -

pects of building the Missouri Pacif
ic and tne iron .Mountain and boutn-er- a

were discussed.
Nathaniel Patton established the

Missouri Intelligencer at Old Frank-
lin, in Howard county, in April 1819.
It was the first newspaper published
west oi at. Liouis.

James Callaway, who was killed
by the Indians near Loutre's Island,
Montgomery county, in 1814, was a
grandson of Daniel Boone. Calla
way county was named in his honor.

The original settlers of Benton
county were called "Nettle Tramp- -

ers. " This was because their stock
'killed off a rank .growth of nettles
that then covered the lace of the
country.

In 1800 the town trustees of St
Louis enacted an ordinance requiring
the citizens to have the chimneys of
their houses "swept once a month.
A fine of $10 was imposed for a fail
ure to comply with the ordinance.

It was originally intended to locate
the State capital at Cote Sans Dee--
?em, a small t rench .settlement in

LCallaway county about 15 jniles be
low Jetlerson uity. Selective land
titles caused the location to bs
changed.

The pioneer French settlers in Mis-

souri soon found out that there was
more money to be made in agricul
tural and iDorchantile pursuits and
trading with the Indians than in
p arching far cold and silver, like
the Spaniards.

Salt was first manufactured. at tke
Licks in Howard county in 1807 by
Nathan and Daniel M., sons oi JJarr--

iel Boone, and two or three compan
ions. From these Licks the name of
Boone's Lick was applied to nearly
all of central Missouri.
