Niagara
alone can furnish six million horse
power—mol'e thah is used for all
purposed olf the American continent,
Next month the city of Buffalo, 20
miles from the falls, will be connect-
ed with the dynamos there and a
practical test of the system made.
But Niagara is not our only great
watet force, That canbe found or
trested in thousands of loculities,
4nd the barnessing of the laws of
gravitation to our wheels will go on
with cumulative celerity when it is
found that we van make eightdollars
worth of water power do the work
that now costs from thirty to one
hundred dollars in coal. The cheap
generation of electricity is about to
crelite an industrial revolution from
which all will benefit,

In other directions rapid progress
is also the order of the day. The
question of good roads may be solved
by the construction of cheap rail-
roads which will rise above the sur-
face of the ground and ascend any
grade with ense and speed. Experi-
ments in the direction of a pract:
lcable flying machine have shown
what can be done by means of aero-
planes, attached to trains. They will
make possible the running of trains
up and down hill with equal ease,
thus doing away with cuttings, snow
blockades, washouts, the expensive
road bed, the unnecessary weight of
motors; and the adaptation of the
economic electric power—all these
possibilities so fast taking the form
of accomplished facts point .to the
dawn of & new era in transportation
facilities which may render mere
turnpike roads of comparatively lit-

tle consequence.
——

There is an eflort being made to
incrense postage rates onsecondclass
mail matter, which, if successful,
will bandicap the transmission of
newspapers, magazines, etc., to a
very considerable extent. There is
no good reason for such action. The
handling of second class matter costs
only an iota of the cost on first class.
For instance, four clerks can handle
five times the bulk of second class
matter which it takes thirty-four
clerks to handle of matter of the
first class. The benefit goes chiefly
to small towns and villages and is
an offset to the free delivery system
in the cities, which now costs twelve
millions and is of no benefit to the
bulk of the taxpayers. The diffusion
of knowledge should be fostered ra-
ther than hindered by our govern-
ment, and low rates on second class
matter bave had an excellent educa-
tional effect.
