FRANCE IN MOURNING.

President Oarnot Falls by the Hand
of an Assassin,

Fho Foul Deed Committed Just After the
President Had Laft a Banquet
Given In His Honor In the
City of Lyons,

Panis, June 25.—Sadi Carnot, presls
dent of the republie, was stabbed mor:
tally at 0:05 o'clock last evening in Ly~
ons, by Casrio Santo, an Italian anarchs
Ist, 21 years old.

President Carnot went to Lyons to
visit the exhibition of arts, sciences
and industries. He Jeft the chamber
of commerce banquet, given in his hon-
or, shortly after 0 o'clock, and walked
to his carringe, which was waiting
in the Place de la Bourse. He
had hardly taken his seat when Santo,
a newspaper in his hand, pressed
through the crowd and sprang upon
the earringe step. President Carnot
started slightly, Santo snatched a
dogger from the newspaper and
plunged it into the President's abdos
men mnear the liver, The president
sank back unconscions. IHe was taken
at once to the prefectare and the most
skillful surgeonsin the city were sume
moned. Meantime Santo wasarrested.

The news spread swiftly to every
part of the city. Infurinted ecrowds
filled the streets. Before 10 o'¢lock an
Italian restaurant had been sacked and
the police were obliged to strain every
nerve to protect the Italian consulate.

President Carnot arrived in Lyons
Saturday and intended to remain there
over Tuesday. He was accompanied
by Gen. Dorius, chief of his military
houschold. most of his other honse-
hold oficials. Premiecr Dapuy. M. Bor-
deaux and other members of the cab-
inet. 1lle was received enthusiastically
at the station by the mayor and the
district officials. who. in twenty-seven
landaus drawn by horses draped with
the tri-colors. escorted him and his
party to the hotel De Ville, about three
kilometres distant.

Cheering erowds  filled the streets
and gave the president such a welcome
as he had seldom received.  There was
a luncheon at the hotel and in the
evening a dinner at the prefecture.

From the balcony of the prefecture
the president reviewed a large torch-
light procession, which was followed
by fireworks and an illumination.

Yesterday the presidentandhis party
paid a state visit to the exhibition in
the Pare de ln Tete d'0Or.  Afterward
the president held a reception at the
prefecture. e planned to go to the
Grand theater on the Place de la
Comedi last evening after the banquet
at the chamber of commerce.

e was in a peenliarly happy mood
during the banguet. and was notice-
ably clated ut the cordiality of his re-
ception, not only by the erowd outside
the Duilding, but also by the guests
within. Ile was cheered incessantly
from the moment he left the chamber
of commerce until he took the carringe
for the theater.

When Santo was withina fow feet of
the earringe he waved a paper as if in-
tending to present a petition, and thus
threw off their guard the persons near-
est to the president. Ile was seized
just as he wuas about to jump from the
step. and had but half drawn the dag-
fger.

The demonstrative enthusinsm of the
erowid eaused the confusion which gave
Santo his opportunity. as he was able
to push his way forward quite un-
noticed until at the step of the carriage.
As Sunto sprang away from the car-
ringoe step and tried to eseape he was
seized and surronnded.  But for th
prompt interference of the police he
would have been torn and trampled to
death on the spot. As soon as the

A BABYLONIAN TRADITION.
Clurious Dellefa Comcerning the Earth'd
First Inhabltants. -

* From Derosus, a learned Babylon.an,
who wrote about the year 260 B.C., the
following curlous sccomnt of creation
{s taken: “In the beginning all was
darhness and water, and therein were
generated monstrous animals and mon
of strange and peculiar form. Some of
these latter were menlike crestures
with two wings, and some even with
four, Some hed onme head and two
faces; others two heads with a single
face between. Sometimes s single
body would have heads both of the
mule and the female. Hesides the
above there were men with heads and
horns like goats, men with boofs like
horses, and some with the upper part
of o man joined to the lower parts of &
horse, like centaurs. Then there wero
bulls with wings and human heuis:
dogs with four bodies and with fishes
tails, men and horses with dogs' heads,
ereatures with heads and bodies like
horses, bt with claws like lions and
tails like fish. Desides these there
were other monstersshowing a mixture
of the forms of various beasts. More«
over there were monstrous fish and rep-
tiles and divers other ereatures which
had borrowed something from each
other's shapes; of all of which the like-
nesses are still preserved in the templo
of Belus, * * # A woman ruled alt
these monsters and her name was
Omorka, which is the same ns Chaldee
Thalatth and the Greek Thalassa.
Then Belus appeared. He split the
woman in twain, and of one half of her
lie made the heavens and of the other
half the earth. and the monsters which
she had ruled he caused to perish.
And he split the darkness and divided
the heavens from the carth, and put
all the world in order. Delus then com-
manded one of the gods to cut off his
head and to mix the blood which
flowed forth with the earth, and to
form man and beast therefrom. So
man was made intelligent, and was a
purtaker of wisdom.  Likewise Belus
maile the stars, the sun, the moon and
the planets.”—St. Lonis Republic.

THE HIGHLAND COSTUME.

How It Was Introduoced Among the Early
Norwoglans.

The first reference to Highland cos-
tume oceurs in the Saga of Mognus
Barefoot, King of Norway, 1003-1108,
written by Snorro Sturleson, who was
reared with the children of that mon-
arcl’s daughter. Here it is stated that
Magnus and his men, on their return
from a maranding expedition to the
west of Seotland, “brought with them
a great deal of the habits and fashions
of clothing of these western parts
They went about the streets with bare
legs, and had short kirtles and over=
cloaks, and therefore lis men ecalled
him Magnus Bareioot or Bareleg.”

In the thirteenth century we secm to
have something like a first reference
to actual tartans in the statutes of the
chureh of Aberdeen, which provide
that *all ecelesiasties are to be suitably
appareled. avoiding red. green, and
stripad clothing, and their garments
shall not be shorter than the middle of
the ler.” DBut it should be noticed that
the word “tartar.” which oceurs in the
fifteensh century, in the accounts of
the lowd high treasurer of Seotland,
and which was regarded, by both Borth-
wick and Pinkerton, as meaning tartan,
really indicates, as pointed out by Dr.
Dickson. n fabrie of vastern origin, fre-
quently “variant” or shot. the warp
and woof being of contrasting colors.

We tind, however, a true referenee to
tartan, in the same aceonnts, in the
following century; for in August, 15388,
there appenrs an entry for “iij. elnis
of Heland tartane to be hioiss to the
kingis grace.” these “hoiss™ or trews
being evidently intended to he worn
with “ane schort Heland coit,” ae-
counted for under the same date.—
Seottish Review,
