His relatives hurried to
Washington, saw Congressmon Tarsney. and
the matter was at once laid before Secretary
Gresham. The latter Interceded successfully

Criminal Coats Fund Exhausted.
The annoucement was made by Stat

Auditor J. M. Seibert the other day
that the appropriation made by the last
general assembly to pay criminal costs
is exhausted. The total paid out for
the years 1893 and 1894 is ST.25,000. All
criminal costs will have tobe carried by
the county officials until the next gen-
eral assembly makes an appropriation
to cover deficiency, and, judging from
precedent, those who hold criminal
costs accounts will not get their money
until March or April of next year.
There is always a deficiency in this
fund. In 1891 and 1892 it was but 833,-00- 0,

but it is estimated that the de-
ficiency this time will run up in excess
$150,000, as a comparison of the figures
shows un enormous increase in crim-
inal costs all over Missouri.

The Taylors Threatened.
The Taylor brothers, the alleged

murderers of Gus Meeks and family
near Browning. Linn county, and whe
are prisoners in the county jail at St.
Joseph pending their trial in October,
have received letters from Milan, Sulli
van county, warning them that they
will be summarily dealt with as soon
as they are brought there for trial.
The Taylors believe that an attempt
will be made to lynch them, and will
insist that the number of officers fot
their protection shall be increased suffi
ciently to stand off a mob.

Must Cease Snch Violations.
The Missouri board of railroad and

warehouse commissioners has rendered
a decision in the case of C J. Boyle
against the Chicago, Rock Island &
Pacific Railway Co. in favor of the for
mer. Boyle shipped live stock from'
Humphreys, Mo., to Kansas City in
charge of an employe. The railroad
company charged the employe full fare,
in disregard of section 2592, Revised
Statutes of 1S89. The commission has
ordered the company to refund the
amount of fare and cease such viola-
tion of the law.

Fell Into a Reaper.
Mrs. August Schulz. a widow, resid

ing south of Centralia, with her two
little boys was cutting oats with a
reaper. While resting the horses she
stood in front of the machine, and
when ready to start struck one of the
horses with a stick, expecting to step
out of the way. The sudden starting
of the horses threw her into the ma
chine, and she was dragged some dis-
tance. One of her feet was cut off at
the ankle joint, and she was otherwise
injured.

A BLOODY BATTLE. ..,,.

A. Minister and Two Member ef His Con- -
eraratloa Stela at a Meeting to Settle a
Dsspate About Blaaderou Report Said
ta Have Bean Started by tha Dlvtae A
War ef KxteraatnaUoa Thoaght to oa
Probable.
Shrkvkport, La., July 92. News has

been received here of a tragedy at
Ivorv. a settlement in Arkansas just
beyond the Louisiana line, in which a
preacher, Rev. J. R. Piatt, and two
members of his congregation were
slain and several others seriously
wounded. The parties had met in a
secluded place to settle a dispute con-

cerning the authorship of a slanderous
report that was in circulation, and the
fight was the result.

A rumor irot abroad in the commu
nity affecting the character of a young
lady. . It was alleged that Rev. Piatt
started the story, but he in turn ac-

cused a member of his congregation
named Perdue. The men were about
to come together in battle, but friends
intervened and it was decided that the
principals with their friends should
meet down the river ana decide tne
matter without trouble. There were
present Piatt, Felix Goulet, Dan
Perdue, two men named 1 Isrtale. i wo
men named Defee and J. G. Stuart,
father-in-la-w of Rev. Piatt.

After some time had been devoted to
argument all the parties reached for
their weapons. There were Winches-
ters, revolvers and shotguns.

Indiaxapolis, Ind., July 23. J. P.

Haas was found hanging to the celling
in his shop on North Noble street yes-
terday afternoon. It was the fright-
ful odor about the premises that led to
the search. Haas had not been seen
about the place since Thursday. The
suicide was a victim of a faithless
woman to whom he was betrothed in
his native city of Luxembourg, Ger-
many. He had come to this country
promising to send her money lor the
passage just as soon as he could earn
it, and sent her S50 last May bidding
her to come on at once.

He watched the trains for several
weeks, but heard nothing and saw
nothing of his sweetheart, He wrote
again, but not until last week did he
hear from the girl.

All the
evidence badly inculpates the Russian
seamen, who deliberately abandoned
the Columbia and her crew and passen-
gers to their fate, although the vessel
floated an hour and a quarter after the
collision.

The local newspapers
malign the officers of the company al
most daily. Baron di Morchetti, Ital
ian ambassador to Russia, has strongly
protested to the government against
the falsehoods published here on the
subject.

'It is universally conceded that the

Pullman company through
reductions of wages, excessive rents
and many causes, has grievously
wronged its employes, and whatever
may be said about the great railroad
strike which resulted in consequence
of such grievances, the arbitrary
refusal of said Pullman company
to submit to arbitration in any
form (even to decide the question if
there was anvthincr to arbitrate) is
proof positive that said company had
no faith in the justice of its cause and
fears the disclosures that are certain
to result from an honest investigation.

The Pullman company makes the
plea that it is asked of them that they
shall run their works at a loss. The
statement is absolutely false. What
was asked was arbitration, and this
would have resulted in even-hande- d

justice. The Pullman company has
robbed its employes, and an investiga-
tion would have disclosed a state of af-

fairs that would have horrified the na
tion. This is why arbitration was re-

fused.
"It is notoriously true that the Pull-

man company pays its conductors and
porters such paltry wages that they
have been obliged to depend on the
public to support them. Yes, this rich
and powerful corporation virtually
tells the public to pay the wages of
their sleeping car employes, and this
notwithstanding extortionate rates
charged for sleeping car accommoda-
tions.

"We propose that the Pullman com-
pany shall be brought to justice and
this in a way that will not necesitate
a strike with its attendant ills. It
may be suggested that this should have
been thought of before the great
strike was inaugurated In that case
little, if any attention, would have
been paid to the appeal that we are
about to make.

"As one of the results of the strike
the country is aroused and any proper
appeal will command attention. The
Pullman company, still defiant, and as
defiant to its employes as it is indifferent
to the public weal, is determined to
starve its employes into submission.
As remorseless as a man-eatin- g tiger,
it waits complacently until their last
penny is gone and they are thus forced
to crawl back into their heartless

The spectacle is well
calculated to nake men and angels
shudder.

"Shall the Pullman company have
the support of the public in carrying
out this hellish policy? Shall the pub-
lic be a party to the starvation
and degradation of more than
4,000 employes, men and women,
whose only crime is that they
ask living wages? We believe,
indeed we know, what the an-
swer will be. We have faith in
the American people. They up-
hold justice, they love fair play.
And now, in the name of jus-
tice nnd fair play we appeal to the
great American public, to every good
man and every good woman not to
ride in a Pullman car until the Pull-
man company does justice to its em
ployes. Let the cars run absolutely
empty. --No friend of labor, no friend
of humanity will occupy a seat or berth
in a Pullman car. Let this policy be
inaugurated, and we will then see how
long the railway companies will be
bound by their contracts, as they have
induced the public to believe, to haul
Iullman cars.

"We propose to continue this strike
through good and evil report without
regard to consequences. Justice shall
be done. There will be no surrender.
We will use every available means to
press the contest. Dungeons shall not
daunt us. The struggle is for human
ity and against the most cruel tyranny.
and, unless we are dead to every im
pulse of mercy and fellow feeling, must
be crowned with success.

Think of the Pullman employes as
your sisters, brothers, children. Ii
you have any doubt as to the outrages
of which they have been the victims,
we refer you to Kev. W. 11. Carwardme,
of Pullman, 111., a gentleman of the
highest character, who has long been a
close student of the conditions at Pull
man, and is said to speak from per
sonal experience and observation.

IN THE WHITE CELLS ATJOLIET.
A Species of Punishment That No Prisoner

Can Long Endore.
Public sentiment bacame so strong

several years ago in the state of Illinois
against the dark cell that the legisla-

ture took a hand and abolished the in-

stitution. Some means of subduing the
refractory spirit of convicts who would
not work was necessary, and as whip-

ping was abolished the warden at Joliet
prison evolved the most refined and ef-

fective form of torture yet discovered.
The dungeon was supplanted by what
is known as the white cells. They are
located in a detached building in a por
tion of the inclosure far distant from
the workshop. The walls of the cell
are of great thickness, the silence of
the tomb prevails. They are lighted
from above, but no glimpse of the sky
can be obtained, and the walls, floor
and ceiling are painted a glaring white.
Even the narrow board, the only piece
of furniture in the cell, upon which the
prisoner is permitted to sleep outside
of working hours, is painted white.
During the hours when the other con-

victs are at work the man in the soil- -
tarv is handcuffed to the door of his
cell, his hands being chained at an easy
and natural elevation. There is not a
speck of color io relieve the steady,
glowing white with which he is sur-
rounded. The effect is terrible when
taken in connection with the deathlike
silence. Within an hour the brain of
the prisoner begins to swirl and he be-

comes deat hly sick. Few men have ever
been able to stand the white cell, with
its maddening, monotonous, unrelieved
glare for a single day before they begin
to beg for mercy. Two or three hours
of the tomb-lik- e surroundings gener-
ally brings the most violent and rebel-
lious spirit to terms. X. Y. Advertiser.
