The State University.

There has recently been organized in
Columbia a new school, known as the
university academy.

The acndemy is the connecting link between
the public schools and the state university. In
nccordance with the action of the lesislaturn
the preparatory department of the university
wus abollshed o year ago, and as there was no
articulated high school In Columbia at that
time many studeots found it (mpossible

to  enter the university. and were
compeled to go elsewhere to make
up thelr preparatory work. This  year

the university ncademy will be ready to take
charge of ull students who ean not enter the
university, and will fit thom for the freshman
claxses of that institution. The members of
the faculty of the new school are graduates of
the Missourl university, and all are teachers of
experience.  The college bullding is located In
the university nddition, just west of the uni-
versity campus, and Is the site of the old Co-
lumbia college. The new school will open
Soptember 10 this year, simultaneously with
the Missouri university. The outlook for the
ncademy seems bright, and a large attendance
& expected,

Members of the Christian ehurch of this
state have in view the establishment of o Bible
college in connection with the state university.
A financlal committee has been appointed, and
before muany days the funds will be rolsed.
None but the best talent will be employed in
the Intended college. Rev, T. P. Halley, of
Kansas Clty, who I8 now in Europe. will devote
his time to enlisting the help of moneyed men
in the enterprise swhen he returns to this coun-
try. The church has one Hible college nt Can-
ton, Mo, but the Columbia movement is in-
tended to glve young men studying for the min-
istry the advontage of the higher education to

THE WAH IN THE EAST,

Vicromia, . €, Aug. 18.—When the
$léamship Empkess of Japad, which
has just arrived here, left Yokohams,
news of war and rumors of blockade
filled the air. All along the Chinese
coasts beacons and buoys were being
removed afid tutderova ferohuntmen,
the Empress of China {ncluded, had in
Eonsequence dome to grief. Haillway
find telegraph lines were being hastily
éotistructed in both Chida dnd Japan
to fagilitate speedy transportation of
troops. Torpedoes had been laid at
the entrance of all the rivers and
further supplies of arms and ammuni-
tion were being ordered. Exception-
ally stringent press regulations had
been adopted to prevent any but offi-
cially corrected news being published.
Henee it s that all advices by the Em-
press of Japan are strongly Japanese
in tenor.

The chief items of interest in con-
nection with the movement of the
navy chronicle the capture of the Chi-
nese dispateh boat Bang-Yang, Li
Hung Chang's favorite; the shelling of
the Chinese cruiser Tsi-Yuen, with &
loss of sixtecn lives, and the sinking of
& Japanese cruiser of the first elass by
the Tsi-Yuen. sister ship of the Chen-
Yuen, commanded by Admiral Lul
Paitseng. The Japanese newspapers
leayve the nome of the lost cruiser in
blank, and only refer to her destrue-
tion in the most casual way in obscure
corners of their issues,

Strong efforts are being made by the
Japanese to throw all the blame for the
Kow Shung affair upon piratical Chi-
nese troops on board, who forced Capt.
Galworthy to cast himself into the sea
to escape being murdered at their
hands, and assert that England has
the strongest possible claim for dam-
ages against China in connection with
the Kow Shungs's loss,

The Corean king on the 27th of July
released from jail five important pris-
ners of state, the sister-in-law and
niece of Boku Yai Ko, the mother of
Jo Sai Hitou. and the mother and
daughter of Jo Ko Han, who were
imprisoned in connection with the re-
bellion of 1884,

It is generally believed that Bokn
Yai Ko will be recalled by the king
and appointed to some important posi-
tion. Itis reported that the Corean
government has officially intimated to
Japan that they will promptly sever
ull connection with China. Prepara-
tions are ~upidly advancing for the
bombardin, of the Woo Sung forts,
and among the ramors prevalling in
Shanghai, when the last mail left, was
one to the effect that the defenses of
the approach to Shan Kai Kaung,
where the great wall of China meets
the sen.had been greatly strengthened.

Two of the Armstrong alphabetical
boatsand twu other gunboats were ly-
ing in the vicinity, in obedience to in-
structions from Viceroy L1 Hung
Chang, while, 2,300 men are being
added to the land garrisons. This
is strong enough to prevent Shan Kai
Kaung being erushed by any small
Japanese naval force that may escape
the vigilance of the Chinese erniser
in the gulf of Pechill.

The sale of coal at Kelung, For-
maosa, has been forbidden to any out-
sider, the Chinese government requir-
ing the whole supply. The Sai Hing
colliery is turning out 2,000 tons of
conl per day, and the coal dust at the
mines is now being made into bricks.

The Pei Yang fleet has been divided
into two squaidrons, one nnder Admiral
Ting-In-Yuen, cruisiog in the gulf of
Pechili. and another under Admiral
Li Yai "aitseng. in Chen Yuen, which
conveyed the transports which left
about the 25th of last month for Corea.
The third division is believed to be at
Talienwen, ready to escort to Corea
the second army corps, under Gen,
Sung, of 20,000 men. Most of the
troops appear to have been landed at
the Yalu river. The Foo Chow fleet,
while ostensibly making a demonstra-
tion ngainst Loo Choos, is to eruise be-
tween Formosa and the mainland.

Wil Make a Loan—A Fleelng Chinese
Fleet—The Kow Shung Inguiry, Etc,

Loxpox, Aug. 18.—The Shanghai
correspondent of the Central News
+uvs that by special decree the Japan-
ose imperial government has author-
ized a loan of 250,000,000,

The Japanese government has prom-
ised Admiral Fremantle, who com-
minds the British squadron in Asiatie
waters, to give forty-eight hours' no-
tice in case the Japanese fleet bombard
Wel-Hai-Wel or Chee Foo.

The eight vessels that passed Chee
Foo westward-bound on August 14
wern the Chinese fleet which was flee-
ing from the Japanese cruisers. The
fleet went to Lui Kung Tao, northwest
of Chee Fon, where it has been left un-
disturbed by the Japanese.

The finding of the court in the offi-
cial investigation at Shanghai of the
sinking of the Kow Shung, is:that the
steamer Kow Shung was sunk on July
25 by & Japanese naval vessel, and that
Capt. Galsworthy and the other officers
of the Kow Shung showed sgreat cool-
ness and judgment under the trying
conditions of the conflict. The court
added that the Kow Shung's English
officers used all means in their power
to avert the catastrophe, and deserved
high praise for their efforts.

Torpedoes will be lanid at the en-
trance of Tokio and Nagasakl harbors
early in next weck.

Wasmveron, Aug. n—nmlqﬂl
feason to belleve that the week that
opens to-day will see the close of the
first session of the fifty-third con-
gress. The work of the senate is fin-
tshed; the last of the appropriation bills
wits sompleted and the conference re-
ron adopted Friday, and there is noth-

ng now for the senate to do but to
tlean up the fag ends of & busy and
rery entertaining session.

About the only thing that keeps sen-
fitors here is the tariff bill; and the
general impression now is that the
president will permit it to become law
just as soon ss the treasury officlals
are ready to carry it into effect. That
he does not intend to veto the bill is
clear, for the law points are not being
prepared at the government printing
oftice.

After this it ia likely that the sen-
ate may meet for a short time daily
and then adjourn pending the recep-
tion of the tariff bill. Until it is
known just when to expect this meas-
ure from the president it is not Jikely
that a joint resolution fixing a day for
adjournment will be introduced.

In the meantime there will be an ef-
fort (and perhaps a successful one) to
pass the house bill to repeal nll laws
anthorizing n rebate of the internal
revenue tax on alcohol used in the
arts. Mr. Sherman in his “‘plain talk”
on Saturday showed the nccessity for
the passage of that measure: and Mr.
Allison will be heard on the same point
and on the whole subject of this ses-
sion's tariff legislation to-day.

There was nothing much for the
house of representatives, apparently,
but to wait for the action of the presi-
dent on the tariff bill and then adjourn.
The adoption of the Murphy resolu-
tion in the sennte Saturday is taken
as an expression of the determination
on the part of that body to do no more
business, and the futile efforts of the
managers of the quorum to vote on the
Sugar trust and bounty resolution dem-
onstrated the fact that, like the house,
the senate was practically without a
quorum. Therefore, it isassnmed that
none of the bills yet in conference be-
tween the two houses will be further
considered at this session, for it is not
likely that they could be passed. even
were the conferees to come to an agree-
ment thereon,

Among this class of measures are
two proposed judicial changes, one re-
lating to the powers of commissioners
appointed by territorial courts, and the
other to the payment of state taxes
levied ngainst corporations in the
hands of receivers appointed by United
States conrts,

The committee on rules has notified

hairmen of committees applying for
a day on which to consider business
reported from them that no more al-
lotments of time for that purpose will
be made. As long as the house re-
mains in secssion, bills may be consid-
ered and passed by unanimous eon-
sent: but nothing that does not meet
general approval stands any show of
getting through.

Just before the house adjourned last
Thursday an cffort was made to gain
consideration for the bill reported by a
conference committee and agreed to
that day by the sennte prohibiting the
immigration of anarchists, Iut objec-
tion was made by severnl members,
and the probabilities now are that it
must go over untill next session,

COUN TERFEITERS ARRESTED.

A Quartette of Makers and Shovers of the
Queer Run In.

Cincaso, Aug, 20.—City detectives
yesterday arrested four expert counter-
feiters, who have been flooding the
neighborhood of Western avenue for

several weeks with spurious silver
coin, dollars. halves and quarters.
The men canght are Thaddews
Strankewicz. Joseph  Rosineniteh,
Casper Steaken and John Kilogski.
Their victims were store and
siloon  keepers. One of the de-
tectives discovered Rosinenitch
paying for drinks with one of

the “queer” dollars and with the aid
of other officers ran down the rest of
the gang. Strankewicz had a little
jewelry store as a blind for his part of
the business, plating bad money to
make it passable. The police, armed
with search warrants, made a con-
certed raid on the homes of the gang
and found plenty of the coin on them.
The outfit for making the stuff was
also found secreted on their premises.

DRIVEN TO SUICIDE

By Feara of Losing a FPetty Government
Posltion,

Wasmyaeron, Aug. 20.—Capt. E. W,
Nicholson, superintendent of the
United States treasury stables, com-
mitted suicide yesterday afternoon by
shooting himself in the breast. The
wound did not cause immediate
death, and he was taken to the
Emergency hospital, where he died
a few hours later. e deceased was
from Indiana, his son, Meredith Nich-
olson, being an editorial writer on the
Indianapolis News.

The only cause thatcan be assigned
for the act was despondency. It issaid
that Capt. Nicholson, who was a re-
publican, was very anxious to visit his
family in Indiana, but fearing that if
he left his duties to make the visit he
would lose his position, he became de-
pressed in spirit and ended his life.
