NEWS ASP NOTES.
A Summary of Important Events.

FIFTY-THIR- D CONGRESS.

In the senate, on the ioth, the four house
bills to place on the free list sugar, coal, Iron
ore and barbed wire were reported back by
the finance committee. The first-nam- ed was
altered no as to provide for an ad valorem duty
of 40 per cent, on all outran and specific duties
on molasses. Tho free Iron ore bill was the only
one returned tn Its original shape. All the
bills were placed on the calendar. .....In the
houso the session ns Abort and unimportant.
Several bills, none of them of considerable In-

terest, .were paused. Mr. Tarsncy's bill to
amend the lead ore Item was reported and
placed on tho calendar.

The senate wnn not In session on tho list.
In the honse. during a session of about an

hour, futile efforts were made to secure consid-
eration of several Important measures, chief
among which was the Hill bill for the exclu-
sion ond deportation of alien anarchists. Sen-
ate bill was passed granting rlu'ht of way to
the Duluth & Winnepeg railroad through the
Chippewa and White Earth Indian reserva-
tions in Minnesota: also a senate joint resolu-
tion directing tho printing of 20.000 copies of
the tariff bill.

Is the senate, on the 2M. most of the time of
the short session (which lasted only on hour
and s) was passed In waiting for
a quorum, there beinz only thirty-tw- o senators
present at roll call. The sergeant-at-nrm- s was
directed to request the attendance of absent
senutors: and when a quorum was reported
the leaders on the side of the majority re-

solved upon proceeding to the consideration of
executive business, which occupied tho time
until l:4r p. m., when the senate adjourned....
The house was not in session on the iid.

Is the senate, on the 23.1. there was no quo-
rum present and answering, and no business
whatever was attempted even the reading of
the previous journal and the presentation of a
message from the president being prevented
by the failure of members to attend. The

was ordered to compel the at-

tendance of absentees, ond otter an hour's
weary wnltitig the senate adjourned In
the house tie committee on naval affairs sub-
mitted their report on the alleged armor-plat- e

frauds, accompanied with a joint resolution to
have plates now on certain ships removed and
subjected to ballistic tests to determine their
quality. After discussion the joint resolution
was agreed to. One or two private bills were
passed and the house adjourned.

Is the senate, on the 24th. all but four min-
utes nf the session was spent behind closed
doors. Kight or ten bills were taken from the
calendar and passed, as was a concurrent res-
olution forthctlr.nl adjournment of congress
on the 2sth In the house, the concurrent
adjournment resolution was passed. Another
unsuccessful effort was made to consider the
Hill bill for the exclusion and deportation of
anarchists. Two or three unimportant meas-
ures were passed, and after a session of an
hour the houe adjourned until the STth.

PERSONAL AND GENERAL.

Without debate and without objec-
tion Senator Hill, on the 20th. secured
the passage by the senate of his bill
providing for expediting the claim of
the government against the Stanford
estate arising out of the personal lia-
bility of the late Senator Stanford as
an original stockholder in the Central
Pacific Kailroad Co.

The commissioner of internal rev-
enue says it will be exceedingly diff-
icult to secure effective treasury regu-
lations under the provision as it stands
in the alcohol bill, and estimates that
it will result in a loss of S10.0o0.000 in
revenue if not repealed.

It It
believed that the building will be ready fot
occupancy next spring, and It Is intended
that the commencement exercises shall take
place In the new chapel. The five other new
buildings are all completed, and will be occu-
pied during the coming year. The endowment
of the Institution and the value of the build-
ings, ground and other equipments now amount
to fS.800.00O. President Jesse, when inter,
viewed, spoke enthusiastically of the univer-
sity and Its future prospects. Be stated thai
he had received during the summer an extra-
ordinary number of Inquiries and requests tot
catalogues from Texas, and that. Influenced by
this, he had sent a representative of the uni-
versity to canvass that state, which is the
only state. In fact, which has been canvassed
this year In behalf of this institution. In
referring to the recent resignation of Dr.
J. S. Blackwell from the chair ot modern lan.
guoftes. Dr. Jesse said that no successor will at
present be appointed, and that It Is bis earnest
desire that no such appointment be made: thai
the chair of modern languages be abolished,
and in its place bo substituted a chair of Ger-
manic languages, and also a chair of Romanic
languages.

INTERESTING TO MISS0URIAN3.
Varans, Homes, Mortgages, Owaerahlp and

Debt, aa Shown by Ceneas Returns Inter-
esting Facta Aboat Homes In Missouri- -
The Per Cent, of Those Who Rent, Those
Who Have Mortgages On Their Homes
And Those Who Have them Clear of
Debt,
An extra census bulletin, giving sta

tistics of farms, homes, mortgages,
ownership and debt in the state of Mis-
souri, shows that 81.05 per cent of the
farm families hire and 68.05 per cent
own the farms cultivated by them;
that 3A.43 per cent of the farming fami-
lies own subject to incumbrance, and
63.57 per cent, own free of incumbrance.
Among 100 farm families, 31 hire their
farms, 35 with incumbrance and 44 with
out incumbrance. On the owned farms
there ore liens amounting to 853,753,011,
which is 33.28 per cent of their value,
and this debt bears interest at the aver-
age rate of 7.03 per cent, making the
average annual interest charge 8C8 to
each family. Each owned and incum
bered farm, on the average, is worth
83,643, and is subject to a debt of 8853.

FACTS ABOUT HOMES.

The corresponding facts for homes
are that 63.74 per cent of the home
families hire and 30.36 per cent own
their homes; that of the home-ownin- g

families 73.08 per cent own free of in
cumbrance, and 27.9'J per cent with in
cumbrance. In 100 home families on
the average 64 hire their homes, 10 own
with incumbrance and 20 without in
cumbrance. The debt on owned homes
aggregates 820.233,058, or 39.78 per cent
of their value, and bears interest at
the average rate of 7.30 per cent; so
that the annual amount of interest to
each home averages 870.

Several aver-
ages show that the rate of interest is
8.05 per cent; value of each owned and
encumbered home, 83.309; lien on the
same, 8033; and yearly interest charged
on each home, 874.

In Kansas
City 70.87 per cent, of the home fam-

cupy homes free of incumbrance.
Among 100 home families, on the aver
age, 7 hire, 11 own with incumbrance
and 13 without incumbrance.

Close of the Noted Georgian's Revival at
Iloonvllle Hundreds Converted and Join
Church An Antl.Treatlng Society.

THE FRANKLIN MINE HORROR.

An Examination Into Its Cause Destitute
Families of the Dead Miners,

Seattle, Wash., Aug. 20. An ex
amination into the causes which led to
the death of thirty-seve- n men in the
Franklin coal mine Friday afternoon
was in progress yesterday.

A great many witnesses were sum'
moned and the examination will last
several days. It is believed that many
of the men killed by black damp could
have saved their lives had they
hastened from the mine at the first
alarm. Many of thcin were overcome
by curiosity, loitered and death over
took them.

The mine is still on fire, but it is be
lieved to be confined to No. 6 slope.
It will be three or four months before
the mine again starts up. Many of the
families of the dead miners are in des-

titute circumstances, and a fund is be-

ing raised in this city and elsewhere
for their relief.

AMERICAN ENGINEERS

Being Enlisted at I'oget Sound for Chinese
War Vessels.

Port Towxsexd, Wash., Aug. 27.
The work of securing engineers and
firemen from Puget Sound to go to the
orient to serve in vessels of the Chinese
navy has been inaugurated by Wah
Chung, a millionaire merchant and
Chinese employment agent at Seattle,
who has addressed several unemployed
men of this city asking whether or not
they would be willing to go to the
orient The agent guarantees a good
salary, payment of all expenses of the
trip, and salary to begin on the day of
departure. The fact has not yet
leaked out in Seattle, where Wah
Chung resides, and as a result he ex
pects the entire quota to be secured
here. Secrecy has thus far been main
tained to prevent interference with
the scheme on the part of the United
States authorities. The men secured
will leave as first-clas- s passengers on
the next Canadian Pacific steamer sail-
ing from Vancouver for the orient

SUBORNED TO PERJURY.

Sharp Practices that Will be Kongh on
Those Too Hasty In Kemarrylug.

Siovx Falls, S. D., Aug. 20. At a
meeting of the bar association yester-
day afternoon a committee of three
was appointed to begin disbarment
proceedings against J. M. Donovan and
J. L. Glover, two well-know- n divorce
lawyers, on the ground that they have
been procuring fraudulent divorces. It
is alleged that they suborned plain-
tiffs to perjury. Actions will be com-
menced to set aside a number of de-

crees if fraudulently granted. It is
said that the cases of suborning to per-
jury against I) movan and Glover will
be laid before the Brookings county
grand jury, and also cases for perjury
against the plaintiffs who have falsely
sworn to length of residence in the
state.

ONE THOUSAND LIVES LOST

In a Terrible Cyelone Along the Shores of
the Sea of Asof.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 26. A terribly
disastrous cyclone swept along the
shore of the sea of Azof yesterday,
working immense damage. In some
instances entire villages were swept
into the sea. Many steamers were
sunk or driven ashore and were
wrecked, and it is believed that at
least 1,000 persons perished.

Serious Accident to an Eleetrle Car.
Newark, N. J., Aug. 37. A serious

trolly car accident occurred at 5 o'clock
last evening on the Suburban Trac-
tion Co. '8 new line between Orange and
Eagle Rock, in which fifty persons were
more or less seriously injured. The
car, . which contained about eighty
persons, while descending a steep
grade just opposite the Mountain
avenue, became unmanageable and
dashed into a curve at a terrific rate of
6peed, breaking the flange of one of
the forward wheels. The car left the
track and capsized down a slight em-
bankment. Broken gloss flew in all
directions and the occupants were
thrown into a confused mass.

Unaccountable Assault Upon a 8operloi
umcer.

DON'T BITE YOUR NAILS.

There Are Many Reasons Why, bat Don't
Do It.

The practice of nibbling at the fin- -

pcrnails is to be condemned, first, on
the ground that the nitils are thereby
rendered brittle and unsightly, and
secondly, because it is a senseless habit
which makes the practice of it a source
of constant irritation to the friends of
anyone who has the habit.

The habit is usually acquired at
school in early childhood, and steps
should at once bo taken to break it up.

Ihis may be done in various ways.
It is usually sufficient to explain to the
child the perniciousness of the habit.
requiring him to be constantly watch-
ful against it in himself, and to dis-
courage the practice in everyone else,
runishment is usually uncalled for.

strategy may be resorted to in case
the habit is well established. The fin-

ger ends may be dipped in some harm-
less preparation of a disagreeable or
bitter nature, which will serve to re
mind tiie child what he is doing.

A I rench investigator has lately pub
lished the results of an elaborate study
of the subject, chiefly in reference to
the importance of the habit as an indi-
cation of nervous disease.

His investigations have been pur
sued among the school children of
Paris, among whom he found the habit
widely prevalent. Of the total number
of children examined, about one-thir- d

were given to the practice, the greater
proportion being among the girls. The
age at which the habit was most com-
mon was found to be between twelve
and fifteen years.

The investigator thinks he has dis-
covered a remarkable relation between
nail-bitin- g and a defective, or at least
an impaired stability of, mind and
character, as all the teachers united in
saying that the pupils addicted to nail-biti-

were the poorest students. The
boys were inclined to effeminacy, and
the girls to slackness. Both sexes
showed a lessened ability to sustain
the attention, and were consequently
the hardest pupils to teach.

According to this French student tho
habit is best corrected by endeavoring
to transform the unconscious act into
a conscious one, thereby counteracting'
the tendency to a confirmed habit.

It is doubtful if nail-bitin- g Is in-
dicative of anything more serious than
a nervous temperament, which should
bo treated on general principles.
